Section 2. 
Purpose.

The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 above is to provide funding for the purchase of a mobile home, including delivery and set up and install voice data and circuitry panels for use by Fire Station #28, as more fully described in Exhibit 1 attached hereto.
Section 3.

Providing for the return of unspent funds.  Those funds that are unspent on this project shall be required to be returned to the City by August 1, 2008.
Section 4.

Procurement Directive.  Prior to the expenditure of funds, the Fire and Rescue Department shall obtain an administrative award or purchasing tool from the Procurement Division for the purchase of a trailer in the amount not to exceed $38,420.  The installation of voice data and circuitry for light panels shall be provided by Exum Communications under a continuing contract (SC-0451) which is a valid through November 28, 2007 and has capacity for material and labor in the requested amount of $6,802, or by other administrative award or purchasing tool from the Procurement Division an amount not to exceed $6,802.
