Bill Summary: This bill authorizes the Mayor and Corporation Secretary to execute an Interlocal Agreement between the City of Jacksonville, the City of Atlantic Beach, the Town of Baldwin, the City of Jacksonville Beach, the City of Neptune Beach (the “cities”) and the Duval County School Board to coordinate the location and development of public school facilities throughout Duval County.
Background Information: The City Council and the Duval County School Board, in March 2001, established a Joint Planning Committee to serve as an advisory body to the Council and the Board in coordinating public school facility planning.  Florida Statutes require local government to adopt and implement an intergovernmental coordination element as part of their comprehensive plan. The Cities that are parties to the Interlocal Agreement recognize the benefits of closely coordinating their comprehensive land use and school facilities planning programs (e.g., coordinating the location and design of schools with parks, active recreation facilities, libraries and other community facilities that avail themselves for joint use facilities.  Locating new schools and the expansion and rehabilitation of existing schools so as to reduce pressures that contribute to urban sprawl and support existing neighborhoods.
