RESOLUTION 2007-1148
A RESOLUTION DECLARING THE MONTH OF NOVEMBER, 2007, AS “FAMILY MONTH” IN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, recent events have reminded Jacksonville’s citizenry of the blessings of family and friends and the importance of faith; and


WHEREAS, parents should be the most prominent and active figures in their children’s lives, recognizing that by spending more family time together, they can develop positive and open relationships with their children, which will allow them to better engage their children and encourage them to make positive choices; and

WHEREAS, residents, schools, and civic institutions can assist families by helping to meet the needs of all those who live in Jacksonville’s diverse communities; and 

WHEREAS, as Jacksonville’s citizens work together to strengthen families, they build a community and a nation of hope and opportunity for all; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Family Month declared.  The City of Jacksonville hereby declares the month of November, 2007, as “Family Month” in Jacksonville, and all residents are urged to observe this month by spending quality time with family members to strengthen relationships between parents, grandparents, and all heads of households with their children and/or other dependents; and to strengthen relationships between brothers and sisters and all other persons who contribute to a healthy family environment.

Emergency Passage Requested Pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency. An emergency passage of this legislation is requested because the recognition month has been scheduled for the month of November, 2007.
