Bill Summary: This bill confirms the Mayor’s appointment of Delphia S. Williams as Chief of the Behavioral & Human Services Division within the Department of Recreation & Community Services.
Background Information: Ordinance 2007-839-E, enacted September 25, 2007, established this position and provides that the Chief shall have bachelor’s degree or higher from an accredited college or university in sociology, psychology or a related field and have at least five years of administrative experience in at least one of the areas of responsibility.  Dr. Williams received a Ph.D. in adult education from Florida State University and has been employed with the City of Jacksonville since December 2003, serving as Director of Community Services.  Prior to her employment with the City, Dr. Williams was an Executive Dean with FCCJ from 1999 to 2002.  She resides in Duval County.
