PURPOSE/SUMMARY: 
To appropriate the Jacksonville Senior Services Program, U.S. Department of Health & Human Services grant (Title III-B and III-C1) and Department of Agriculture (NSIP) for continuation of grant through 2008. To appropriate up to an additional 10% grant clause during the grant term. To authorize fifty nine (59) full-time positions in the City full-time employee cap and 5,200 part-time hours for four (4) part-time positions. This program will provide service providers to deliver supportive services, congregate meal, caregiver support, nutrition and homemaker services for more than 5,000 elderly persons age 60 and over.
