Bill Summary: This ordinance authorizes the Mayor and Corporation Secretary to execute a Cross Easement and Termination Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and San Marco Train Station, LLC.  Under the terms of the Agreement, the City and SMTS shall (1) provide each to the other grants of easement over their respective adjacent properties near the intersection of Hendricks Avenue and Cedar Street (in Council District 5), for the purpose of access, signage, utilities and parking, and (2) terminate certain existing easements over such properties according to the terms of the Agreement.
Background Information: San Marco Train Station, LLC , whose business address is 1258 Beach Boulevard, owns commercial property in San Marco, property that is adjacent to City-owned property.  San Marco Train Station is developing the property for a restaurant and retail purposes.  This legislation provides the framework for easements that the respective parties need.
