AN ORDINANCE REGARDING ORDINANCE 2006-191-E AND THE RIVERSIDE/AVONDALE NEIGHBORHOOD AREA; MAKING FINDINGS; EXTENDING THE DURATION OF THE INTERIM REZONING DEFERMENT, ORIGINALLY ADOPTED IN SECTION 3 OF ORDINANCE 2006-191-E AND PREVIOUSLY EXTENDED TO DECEMBER 31, 2007 BY ORDINANCE 2007-563-E, FROM DECEMBER 31, 2007 TO MARCH 31, 2008; REAFFIRMING THE FINDINGS, DIRECTIVES, AND EXEMPTIONS REGARDING THE INTERIM REZONING DEFERMENT ADOPTED BY ORDINANCE 2006-191-E; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, following the completion by the consultant of the special planning study required in section 2 of Ordinance 2006-191-E for the Riverside/Avondale Neighborhood Area, graphically depicted in Exhibit 1, attached hereto, the City diligently pursued evaluation and implementation of the recommendations in the study; and

WHEREAS, the four month period found reasonable and necessary in Ordinance 2007-563-E for evaluation and implementation of the study has been insufficient time for revision and completion of the Zoning Overlay draft; and

WHEREAS, in order to provide adequate time for completion of the Zoning Overlay, the deferment previously enacted in Ordinance 2006-191-E and 2007-563-E needs to be extended by three (3) months; now therefore
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
Section 1.

Adoption of Findings.
The findings, facts and conclusions set forth above are hereby adopted by this reference.
Section 2.

Duration of Interim Rezoning Deferment extended.
The duration of the interim rezoning deferment set forth in Section 3 of Ordinance 2006-191-E and previously extended to December 31, 2007 by Ordinance 2007-563-E, is hereby further extended to March 31, 2008, or the date repealed by the Council, whichever is earlier. All other findings, directives, and exemptions provided in Ordinance 2006-191-E remain in full force and effect until March 31, 2008, or the date repealed by Council, whichever is earlier. 
Section 3.
Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
