A RESOLUTION APPROVING THE DUVAL COUNTY MANATEE PROTECTION PLAN (2006-2007 UPDATE); PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Jacksonville University submitted the Duval County Manatee Protection Plan (2006 - 2007 Update) to the Jacksonville Waterways Commission for review and approval; and


WHEREAS, the update documents manatee conditions in Duval County waters from October 2006 to September 2007; and


WHEREAS, in 2006 there were an unacceptable level of manatee deaths in Duval County due to motorboats.  The mortality rate triggered a multi-agency review of the adequacy of Duval County’s manatee protection measures in January 2007; and

WHEREAS, the reviewers recommended conducting a boating survey and, based upon the survey report, a further review of the marina siting criteria set out in the 2010 Comprehensive Plan.  Other measures have been implemented pending the results of the boating survey; and


WHEREAS, the county manatee protection motorboat speed zones were amended in January 2007 to conform to the zones established by the U.S. Fish & Wildlife Service and the Florida Fish & Wildlife Conservation Commission; and

WHEREAS, the Waterways Commission reviewed and approved the updated plan; now, therefore

Section 1.

Plan Update Approval.
