Caroline Road Right-of-Way Project.  The Office of General Counsel is authorized and directed to institute appropriate legal proceedings.
Background Information:  The improvements are part of a Better Jacksonville Plan project, and involve a new drainage system, 3 traffic lanes, sidewalks, curbs, and gutters.  The scope of the project begins at Caroline Vale Boulevard and ends at the merger of Ft. Caroline Road and Merrill Road.  Information from the Real Estate Division indicates that 52 parcels are involved.
