Introduced by the Council President at the request of the Mayor:

ORDINANCE 2007-1257-E
AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $500 FROM THE SPECIAL COUNCIL LAPSE CONTINGENCY TO RESTORE GRANT FUNDS TO THE FLORIDA YARDS AND NEIGHBORHOODS PROGRAM; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Budget Ordinance, Ordinance 2007-813-E, added a two percent (2%) lapse to all non-public safety accounts; and

WHEREAS, the Florida Yards and Neighborhoods Program (“Program”) is funded entirely with grant money received from the Environmental Protection Board; and

WHEREAS, the two percent (2%) lapse, which does not apply to grant money, was applied to the Program; and

WHEREAS, it is necessary to cure the lapse imposed upon the  County Extension Service of the Department of Recreation and Community Services in order to restore grant money to the Program; now therefore 
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
