Bill Summary: The bill appropriates $475,000 from a Prime Osborn Convention Center retained earnings account for the installation of new remote telephone systems in the public assembly buildings managed by SMG, including Jacksonville Municipal Stadium, Veterans Memorial Arena, the Equestrian Center, Times-Union Center for the Performing Arts, the Baseball Grounds, and Prime Osborn Convention Center.
Background Information: The funds were originally appropriated from the tourist development tax to purchase the new telephone system in FY06-07.  When a contract was not let before the end of the fiscal year in September, the funds were moved to a retained earnings account.  This bill re-appropriates the funds from retained earnings to the individual buildings.
