PURPOSE/SUMMARY:  In FY06/07, $475,000 was appropriated from the Two Percent Convention Development Tax Funds in the Prime Osborne Convention Center Fund Balance to replace the aging remote phone system linking the facilities operated by SMG on the City’s behalf (i.e., Prime Osborne Convention Center, Memorial Area, Baseball Stadium, Times Union Performing Arts Center, Jacksonville Municipal Stadium, and the Cecil Equestrian Center).  These funds lapsed at the end of FY06/07 due to the fact that that a contract had not yet been awarded by the City for installation of this phone system.  Attached is a BT which proposes to allocate funds to fund the replacement of the phone system for each facility.  The Office of General Council has reviewed the proposed legislation and has determined that the proposed expenditures meet the purpose of both the City Ordinance Code Section 764.104 and Florida Statutes 212.0305.  A description of the remote phone system is attached.
