BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Agreement Approved. That certain Sovereign Submerged Lands Lease Easement, in a form which is substantially the same as is attached hereto as Exhibit 1, between the City of Jacksonville and the Florida Department of Environmental Protection (FDEP) is hereby approved, and the Mayor and Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute said agreement. 


Section 2.  
Purpose.  The purpose of this ordinance is to approve the Sovereign Submerged Lands Lease so as to allow for the expansion of Bay Street over Hogan’s Creek.
Section 3.
  Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
