A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMEMORATING THE LIFE AND CIVIC CAREER OF ROGER I. MARVIN; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Roger I. Marvin was born in Elsie, Michigan, served in the U.S. Navy during World War II, and settled in Jacksonville after being stationed at the Green Cove Springs Naval Base during the war; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Marvin began a career in radio and television repair in 1948 as these appliances began to become common in American homes and continued to be involved in the business for more than 50 years; and


WHEREAS, Roger Marvin was always known as a stickler for ethics in the electronics repair industry and was a founder of the Jacksonville Electronics Television Servicers (JETS), which later evolved into today’s Florida Electronic Sales and Service Association, a voluntary organization that promotes the interests of the electronics industry and maintains a code of ethics to protect the interests of both the industry and the general public; and 


WHEREAS, Mr. Marvin was an active member of the Riverside Lions Club, including serving a term as President, and worked to raise awareness of the prevention of blindness; and


WHEREAS, Roger Marvin recently passed away at the age of 90, and his life and professional career are worthy of recognition; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

That the City hereby honors and commemorates the life and civic career of Roger I. Marvin, and extends its deepest sympathies to his family and friends upon the occasion of his passing.
