A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING THE JACKSONVILLE SHERIFF’S OFFICE PUBLIC INFORMATION OFFICER KEN JEFFERSON FOR BEING NAMED STATE PUBLIC INFORMATION OFFICER OF THE YEAR BY THE FLORIDA LAW ENFORCEMENT PIO ASSOCIATION; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

not limiting himself to being the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office’s public face and voice, Ken Jefferson co-hosts the Wheel of Justice segment on WJXT Channel 4’s Morning Show; is a regular guest on Trinity Broadcast Network affiliate, WJEB, and on radio station V101.5; and is a weekly guest on Fox 30’s Jacksonville’s Most Wanted; and

Officer Ken Jefferson exemplifies professionalism at its best and conveys his commitment to excellence in a difficult, challenging role; and

WHEREAS,
Officer Ken Jefferson is dedicated to making Jacksonville a City we can be proud of, a City where its citizens can live and raise families in safe, thriving neighborhoods, and it is not at all surprising that his professional associates and peers have recognized his outstanding work; now therefore
