Bill Summary: This ordinance appropriates $371,700 ($278,775 from the Federal Emergency Management Agency through the Florida Division of Emergency Management, and a 25% match of $92,925 from the property owner) to provide funding for an elevation project at Clark’s Fish Camp Restaurant at 12903 Hood Landing as part of the Flood Mitigation Assistance Project, as initiated by B.T. 08-049.  The bill authorizes the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary to execute and deliver documents and to take further action to implement the purpose of this bill.
Background Information:  This legislation provides funding for a standard elevation of the storage building at the fish camp.  Clark’s Fish Camp, on Julington Creek, is located in Council District 6.
