A RESOLUTION HONORING AND CONGRATULATING UNIVERSITY OF FLORIDA QUARTERBACK TIM TEBOW ON BEING AWARDED THE HEISMAN TROPHY AS COLLEGE FOOTBALL’S MOST OUTSTANDING PLAYER; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Tim Tebow was raised in Jacksonville, was home schooled, and played high school football for Coach Craig Howard at Nease High School against many Jacksonville-area teams; and


WHEREAS, after a stellar high school career and a national recruiting process, Tim Tebow elected to play his college football at the University of Florida in nearby Gainesville; and


WHEREAS, after sharing the quarterbacking duties during his freshman year, Tim Tebow became the full-time starter in his sophomore year and produced one of the most outstanding seasons in major college history, becoming the first quarterback in the history of the NCAA Football Bowl Subdivision (formerly known as Division 1-A) to both run and pass for more than 20 touchdowns in a single season and setting Southeastern Conference records for most rushing touchdowns and most total touchdowns in a season; and 


WHEREAS, his mind-boggling production on the field led to a series of post-season awards, including being named the winner of the Maxwell Award, given to the nation’s best all-around player,   and the Davey O’Brien National Quarterback Award, before culminating on Saturday, December 8th, 2007 by his becoming the first sophomore ever to win the Heisman Trophy, awarded to college football’s most outstanding player ; and


WHEREAS, Northeast Florida has a long history of producing outstanding athletes in all sports, and Tim Tebow has added his name to the list of outstanding stars by becoming the area’s first Heisman Trophy winner; and

WHEREAS, perhaps even more impressive than his athletic feats is the fact that Tim Tebow is well-known for his team-first mentality, his humility, his level-headedness, and his religious faith, all of which were deeply instilled by his parents, Bob and Pam Tebow, and his high school coach Craig Howard; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

That the City hereby honors and congratulates Tim Tebow on being the first Northeast Floridian to be awarded college football’s prestigious Heisman Trophy, and wishes him the very best of success in his athletic, academic and personal life.
