RESOLUTION 2007-1363
A RESOLUTION REQUESTING AND AUTHORIZING THE OFFICE OF GENERAL COUNSEL TO PURSUE ALL LEGAL AVENUES OF RESTORING THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE’S RIGHT TO PROTECT AND SERVE THE CITIZENS OF JACKSONVILLE AS ANTICIPATED AND AUTHORIZED IN THE FLORIDA CONSTITUTION AND RELATED LAWS, IN LIGHT OF LEGISLATIVE ACTION BY THE STATE OF FLORIDA TO INTERFERE WITH THE OPERATION OF THE CONSOLIDATED CITY OF JACKSONVILLE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Consolidated City of Jacksonville was authorized by the electorate of the City, by the 1885 and 1968 constitutions of the State of Florida, and various Florida Statutes,  to operate, manage, and protect Duval County; and 


WHEREAS, by those constitutional and statutory provisions, the citizens of Duval County are protected and served by the 19-member City Council, the Mayor of Jacksonville, and the constitutional officers; and 


WHEREAS, the Florida constitution and related laws have given the elected City Council and Mayor only one sacrosanct revenue source, which is the ad valorem tax revenue;
WHEREAS, the legislature has injected itself into that sacrosanct process, modifying the ad valorem process in such a way as to jeopardize the ability of the City Council to serve and protect its electorate; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville: 


Section 1.

The Council has reviewed carefully the legislative process regarding ad valorem process to date, and authorizes the Office of General Counsel to take all necessary and appropriate legal action to ensure that the City Council maintain its constitutional and legal powers to serve and protect the citizens of the Consolidated City of Jacksonville.  


Section 2. 
The Office of General Counsel shall report back to the Council on the status of its actions at regular intervals.  

Section 3.

Effective Date.

This resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
