WHEREAS, Mr. Ray began his career through service in the United States Navy aboard the USS Kennedy during the Vietnam Conflict, returning to raise his family on Jacksonville’s Westside, supporting his children’s activities in the PTA, little league and scouting programs; and 

WHEREAS, the same year that Mr. Ray was honorably discharged from the Navy, 1975, he earned his a bachelor’s degree in Business Administration from Jones College in Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Ray began his career with the City of Jacksonville in the Information Technology Division in 1975, shortly thereafter, in 1977, moved to the City’s Budget Division; Mr. Ray rose through the ranks of the Administration and Finance Department, in 1988, he was appointed as the Budget Officer, subsequently in 1998, he was appointed to serve as the Director for the Administration and Finance Department where he served until 2005; Mr. Ray is currently serving as the Deputy Director for the Finance Department; and

WHEREAS, Mr. Ray has served the citizens of Jacksonville for 32 years; and 

WHEREAS, his appointments carry considerable trust and responsibility on behalf of the City, and his duties and responsibilities are such that very few could execute and deliver, and Mr. Ray has done so admirably in all positions; and 

WHEREAS, Mr. Ray’s skills as a leader, a mentor, a facilitator and a diplomat, have shown through his commitment to achieving and realizing the goals, objectives and mission of each administration he has served, finding efficiencies and effectiveness; and
