The bill also amends the 2007-12 Capital Improvement Program to reflect the additional funding source for the project.
Background Information: The project will construct a 49-acre retention pond and make structural improvements in the Sandalwood Canal to control flooding and provide appropriate treatment for stormwater.

Fiscal Impact: The bill appropriates a $500,000 state grant with no local matching requirement.
