WHEREAS, Charles S. “Johnny” Mussallem Jr. was a Jacksonville native, graduated from St. Paul’s Catholic High School in Riverside and attended the University of Florida before being drafted into the U.S. Navy in World War II; and


WHEREAS, following his military service, Mr. Mussallem joined his father’s oriental carpet business and eventually became president and chairman emeritus of the company, one of the most comprehensive and best known Oriental carpet galleries in the United States, and was a founder and president of the Oriental Rug Retailers Association; and


WHEREAS, in addition to running an extremely successful company, Johnny Mussallem was active in civic affairs and was benefactor of many charitable causes including, most particularly, the Salaam Club of Jacksonville, a fraternal organization of Syrian-and Lebanese-Americans, of which he was the co-founder; and 


WHEREAS, Mr. Mussallem was well known for his friendliness, his business acumen, and his devotion to his family, his friends, and the Jacksonville community; and


WHEREAS, the community was saddened by the passing of Johnny Mussallem on December 15, 2007; and


WHEREAS, the City Council, and all of the citizens of Jacksonville who knew him, mourn Johnny Mussallem’s passing; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby commemorates and honors the life and civic career of Charles S. “Johnny” Mussallem Jr. and expresses the City’s and the community’s gratitude for his outstanding life of achievements and dedication to the betterment of the Jacksonville community.
