A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING ALLAN P. CLARK, PARTNER OF FOLEY & LARDNER, LLP FOR HIS OUTSTANDING CIVIC AND BUSINESS CONTRIBUTIONS UPON THE OCCASION OF HIS RETIREMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Allan P. Clark has been a fixture in the Jacksonville legal community for the past four decades and has provided invaluable public service through his charitable work and involvement in Rotary activities; and

WHEREAS, Allan P. Clark graduated from the University of Florida in 1963 and the University of Florida College of Law in 1966; and 

WHEREAS, upon graduation from the University of Florida College of Law, Mr. Clark taught at the University of Florida for a brief time and then relocated to Jacksonville to accept a position as an Assistant United States Attorney; and 

WHEREAS, Mr. Clark ably prosecuted on behalf of the United States for a number of years and was known by his colleagues as “the Professor;” and 

WHEREAS, Mr. Clark then entered private legal practice, including formation and service in the firm of Caven, Clark, Ray & Tucker from 1973 to 1995 and then as a partner with Foley & Lardner LLP from 1996 through 2008; and 

WHEREAS, Mr. Clark ably, ethically and honorably served his clients throughout his legal career, including private businesses and public institutions and served as a mentor and counselor to numerous attorneys with whom he worked; and 


WHEREAS, Mr. Clark devoted himself to his community, including service as the President of the Jacksonville Federal Bar Association, President of the University of Florida Alumni Club, and in every leadership position at the Rotary Club of South Jacksonville, designation as a Paul Harris fellow, attendance at the Rotary International meeting in South Korea and perfect attendance for over 25 years; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Clark has reserved his greatest service for his family, including his wife Betsy, daughters Alison and Cynthia, and for grandchildren; and 


WHEREAS, Mr. Clark will retire from the active practice of law on March 31, 2008 and the City Council wishes to honor his invaluable contributions to Jacksonville’s civic and business life; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City hereby honors and commends Allan P. Clark for his long career and many outstanding contributions to the Jacksonville community upon the occasion of his retirement, and wishes him, his wife, and family the very best of health and happiness in their retirement years.
