RESOLUTION 2008-222-A
A RESOLUTION DECLARING THE WEEK OF MARCH 30 TO APRIL 6, 2008 AS CHILDREN’S WEEK IN JACKSONVILLE AND APRIL 1ST AS PARENTS AND CHILDREN’S DAY; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the 13th annual Children’s Week, under the theme “Celebrating Parents and Children”, will take place in Tallahassee from March 30 to April 6, 2008, bringing thousands of parents, children, professionals, community leaders and concerned citizens together to share valuable knowledge and information about children’s issues across the state and in our state capital; and


WHEREAS, the purpose of Children’s Week is to create a shared vision of the State of Florida’s commitment to its children and families and to engage a long-term process to develop and implement strategies for moving the shared vision forward, which it does by encouraging Children’s Week activities to occur locally in all of Florida’s counties to strengthen and enrich our families and our communities; and


WHEREAS, the Early Learning Coalition of Duval is one 31 Early Learning Coalitions in the State of Florida legislatively mandated to manage and oversee state- and federally-funded; early education and care programs in Duval County so that children will have the optimal health, education and care they need to promote early learning so that they can be successful in school and in life; and 


WHEREAS, the Jacksonville Kids Coalition educates decision makers about services for children and youth and represents over 75 member organizations with 964 volunteer board members and serving over 181,000 children in Duval County; and


WHEREAS, the local Children’s Week Celebration in Jacksonville will be the week of March 30 through April 6, 2008 in partnership with the Jacksonville Kids Coalition, the Early Learning Coalition of Duval, the Mayor’s Office, RALLY Jacksonville!, the Jacksonville Children’s Commission, the Jacksonville Public Library, and Jax4Kids.com; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

That the City of Jacksonville hereby declares the week of March 30 to April 6, 2008 as Children’s Week in Jacksonville and April 1st as Parents and Children’s Day, and urges all citizens to partake in the many activities and informational opportunities that will be offered.

Section 2.

Requesting Emergency Passage Pursuant to Council Rule 4.901 – Emergency. The sponsor is requesting emergency passage of this legislation.  The nature of the emergency is that the Council meeting of March 25, 2008 is the last opportunity to adopt the resolution in a timely manner before the commemorative week takes place.

Section 3. Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
