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ORDINANCE 2008-317-E
AN ORDINANCE MAKING CERTAIN FINDINGS AND AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION OF A FIRST AMENDMENT TO AN ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE (“CITY”), THE JACKSONVILLE ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COMMISSION (“JEDC”) AND GESTALT, LLC (“DEVELOPER”) APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2005-709-E, WHICH AMENDMENT APPROVES ACCENTURE NATIONAL SECURITY SERVICES, LLC, A DELAWARE LIMITED LIABILITY COMPANY, AS THE SUCCESSOR BY MERGER TO GESTALT, LLC; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Ordinance 2005-709-E approved an Economic Development Agreement (“Agreement”) for an expansion by Gestalt, LLC (the “Developer”) of its technology solutions business (“Project”) to make it possible for an addition of 20 new permanent full-time jobs within Jacksonville; and


WHEREAS, said jobs would be new jobs in Jacksonville with an average salary, exclusive of benefits, of approximately $70,000 per annum the first year; and


WHEREAS, the Agreement approved by Ordinance 2005-709-E, and entered into by the parties effective September 19, 2005, authorized the City to fund 20% of the amount of QTI Refunds (20% of $5,000, or $1,000, for each of 20 new jobs, for a total City contribution of $20,000) granted to the Developer as the City's "local financial support"; and


WHEREAS, on December 31, 2007, Accenture National Security Services, LLC, a Delaware limited liability company (“Accenture National”), became successor by merger to Gestalt, LLC; and


WHEREAS, the Agreement requires the City’s prior approval of any assignment, transfer or conveyance of a controlling interest in Developer (“transfer”) and Developer did not contact City prior to said transfer; and

WHEREAS, the State of Florida Office of Tourism, Trade and Economic Development has approved said transfer; and 


WHEREAS, due to the benefits of the Project and the enhanced financial strength of Accenture National versus Gestalt, LLC, the City desires to approve the transfer; now therefore,


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1. 
Findings. It is hereby ascertained, determined, found and declared that the recitals set forth herein are true and correct.

Section 2. 
First Amendment to Economic Development Agreement.  The Mayor and Corporation Secretary and the Executive Director of the Jacksonville Economic Development Commission are authorized to execute the First Amendment to Economic Development Agreement between the City of Jacksonville, the Jacksonville Economic Development Commission and Accenture National Security Services, LLC, substantially in the form dated April 8, 2008, which is attached hereto as Exhibit 1, and is hereby approved. Except as modified by the First Amendment, the provisions of Ordinance 2005-709-E and the Agreement shall remain in full force and affect.  

Section 3. 
Effective Date.   This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

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FIRST AMENDMENT TO ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT (4-8-08)

This FIRST AMENDMENT TO ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT
(“Amendment”) is entered into as of the __ day of , 2008, by and between the CITY OF
JACKSONVILLE, a municipal corporation and political subdivision of the State of Florida (the
“City”), the JACKSONVILLE ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT COMMISSION (the “JEDC”),
and ACCENTURE NATIONAL SECURITY SERVICES, LLC, a Delaware limited hability
corporation and successor by merger to GESTALT, LLC, a Pennsylvania limited liability

company (the “Developer™).

WHEREAS, the City, JEDC and Gestalt, LLC entered into that certain Economic
Development Agreement dated effective September 19, 2005 (the “Agreement”);

WHEREAS, the Agreement, providing authority for City support of local QTI payments
in the not-to-exceed amount of $20,000 was authorized by City Ordinance 2005-709-E;

WHEREAS, on December 31, 2007, Accenture National Security Services, LLC, a
Delaware limited liability company, became successor by merger to Gestalt, LLC;

WHEREAS, Accenture National Security Services, LLC has represented and
demonstrated to the JEDC that it is of equal or stronger financial strength than Gestalt, LLC, and
it has been approved by the State of Florida for continued participation in the QTI Refund Project
as approved by Ordinance 2005-709-E;

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 10.2 of the Agreement, all transfers of a controlling
interest in the original Developer under the Agreement, Gestalt, LLC, requires the prior written
consent of the JEDC;

WHEREAS, the requested consent by Accenture National Security Services, LLC for
JEDC’s approval of the above merger was not delivered to JEDC until after the merger; and

WHEREAS, the parties desire to amend the Agreement to approve Accenture National
Security Services, LLC as the “Developer” under the Agreement.

NOW THEREFORE, for good and valuable consideration, the parties agree as follows:

1. Effective as of January 1, 2008, Accenture National Security Services, LLC is
approved as the Developer under the Agreement.

2. Except as specifically and expressly amended herein, the terms and conditions of the
Agreement shall remain in full force and effect. Capitalized terms used in this Amendment, but
not defined herein, shall be defined as set forth in the Agreement.
