ORDINANCE 2008-325-E
AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE DIVISION OF COMMUNITY PLANNING OF THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT TO APPLY TO THE FLORIDA INLAND NAVIGATION DISTRICT (FIND) FOR 2008 WATERWAY ASSISTANCE PROGRAM (WAP) GRANTS TO UNDERTAKE SPECIFIED WATERWAYS-RELATED PROJECTS, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE ALL GRANT APPLICATIONS AND OTHER DOCUMENTS RELATED TO SUCH GRANTS; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Florida Inland Navigation District (FIND) solicits grant applications from counties within its jurisdiction to undertake waterways-related projects under the Waterways Assistance Program (WAP);

WHEREAS, the Division of Community Planning of the Planning and Development Department has compiled and recommends several grant projects for submission to FIND, which recommendations have been reviewed and approved by the Jacksonville Waterways Commission; and


WHEREAS, the Council is informed about the projects recommended by the Division of Community Planning of the Planning and Development Department; now, therefore, 

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Approved Projects.
The projects recommended by the Division of Community Planning of the Planning and Development Department described on Exhibit 1, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference, are approved for submission to the Florida Inland Navigation District for purposes of receiving grants.

Section 2.

Authorization.

The Division of Community Planning of the Planning and Development Department, for and on behalf of the City of Jacksonville, is hereby authorized to apply for Florida Inland Navigation District (FIND) Waterways Assistance Program (WAP) grants in connection with the projects described on Exhibit 1, attached hereto.  The Mayor and Corporation Secretary are authorized, pursuant to Chapter 117, Ordinance Code, to execute the Florida Inland Navigation District’s standard grant application form(s) and all other related documents, including, but not limited to, contracts and agreements necessary to apply for and to use grant funds to undertake the approved projects.
Section 3.

Oversight.

The Mayor is requested to appoint the Planning and Development Department as the oversight department.

Section 4.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
