ORDINANCE 2008-326-E
AN ORDINANCE RENAMING VENUS STREET EXTENDING FROM 8TH STREET TO VENUS MARS COURT, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 7 TO DOCTOR ROY BAKER STREET; RENAMING 10TH STREET WEST EXTENDING EAST FROM VENUS STREET TO DEAD END, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 7 TO DOCTOR ROY BAKER WAY; HONORING THE LATE DR. ROY M. BAKER; DIRECTING LEGISLATIVE SERVICES TO FORWARD ORDINANCE TO THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the City finds that the late Dr. Roy M. Baker was born and raised in Jacksonville, Florida, and after attaining specialties in adult and pediatric cardiology, returned to live and work in Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, the late Dr. Roy M. Baker had a distinguished life; spending the betterment of his professional life caring for the citizens of Jacksonville, Florida, volunteering his time in numerous civic and medical venues; and

WHEREAS, the late Dr. Roy M. Baker, during a critical time in the community, provided medical leadership to develop the rescue service of Jacksonville Fire Department and served as the first medical director teaching cardiac life-saving techniques to the first units of Jacksonville’s firefighters as they practiced life-savings skills under Dr. Baker’s medical supervision; and

WHEREAS, such life-saving techniques brought national recognition to Jacksonville in 1970 receiving the Reader’s Digest “Safest City in America to Have a Heart Attack”; and thereafter served as a model for the nation and the world to emulate; and
WHEREAS, in 1971, the late Dr. Roy M. Baker served on the Duval County Hospital Authority and led the way to allowing better care for Jacksonville’s most needy as well as financial stabilization for the City of Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, the late Dr. Roy M. Baker championed the establishment of the University Medical Center in Jacksonville as the urban campus of the University of Florida School of Medicine which currently operates St. Vincent’s Hospital located on Eighth Street; and

WHEREAS, the late Dr. Roy M. Baker was an inspirational community leader, worthy and deserving of recognition through the renaming of two streets in his memory; and 
WHEREAS, a private donor has provided funding to cover the costs of the new street name signs; and

WHEREAS, the provisions of Chapter 745 Ordinance Code, have been complied with in all respects; and

WHEREAS, on February 27, 2008, the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission reviewed (the minutes of the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission are attached hereto as Exhibit 1) and recommended approval of the street name change, attached hereto as Exhibit 2; and
WHEREAS, on March 6, 2008, the 911 Addressing Advisory Committee reviewed (the minutes of the 911 Addressing Advisory Committee are attached hereto as Exhibit 3) and recommended approval for the street name change, attached hereto as Exhibit 4; now therefore,   
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Portion of Venus Street Renamed.  The name of Venus Street, extending from 8th Street to Venus Mars Court, in Council District 7 is hereby renamed Doctor Roy Baker Street, by which name such street shall be hereafter known and designated. A copy of the map of Venus Street to Doctor Roy Baker Street is attached hereto as Exhibit 5.
Section 2.

Portion of 10th Street Renamed.  The name of 10th Street, extending east from Venus Street to dead end, in Council District 7 is hereby renamed Doctor Roy Baker Way, by which name such street shall be hereafter known and designated.  A copy of the map of 10th Street West to Doctor Roy Baker Way is attached hereto as Exhibit 6.
Section 3.

Directing Legislative Services to forward a copy to the Planning and Development Department.  The Chief of Legislative Services is requested to send a copy of this legislation once enacted to the Planning and Development Department, Addressing Unit, for processing, implementation, and coordination with 911 Emergency, Fire and Rescue Department, the Post Office and other affected agencies and organizations.

Description of Change: The proposed renaming encompasses the entire length of Venus
Street that extends from 8" Street to Venus-Mars Court.
Reason for Change: To honor and recognize Dr. Roy M. Baker

Report and Recommendation on Renaming Part of Forest Street.

The Forest Street is the traditional dividing line between the Riverside and Brooklyn Subdivision
that were initially platted in the late 1860s. However, the original plats did not depict a Forest
Street as a public right-of-way from Riverside Avenue towards the St. Johns River. In addition,
the 1913 Sanborn Map did not depict this section of Forest Street, which connects Riverside
Avenue with McCoy Creek Boulevard to the northwest. Pipes Replat to Riverside, which
included lots immediately to the west of this section of Forest Street, depicted this section of
Forest Street as a private alley. Fire Station #5, which is located immediately to the north,
predates this small section of street, and has always been more associated with Riverside
Avenue.

The Fire Department maintenance facility was located immediately behind Fire Station # 5 and
was accessed from Forest Street. However, this building has been demolished with plans to
remove Fire Station # 5. Other uses around this section of street are contemporary office
buildings or vacant parcels scheduled for redevelopment. Whatever historical context was
present on this section of Forest Street has been removed.

Therefore, it is the opinion of the Planning and Development Department that this section of
Forest Street from Riverside Avenue towards the St. Johns River has no significance as related to
the history of Brooklyn and Riverside and is not associated with any particular person or event
significant in local or state history. Changing the name of this section of Forest Street to honor
one of Jacksonville’s most noted citizens, Alfred I. duPont, would be an appropriate action,
particularly in light of its direct physical relationship to the new Alfred I. duPont Trust Corporate
headquarters. The many contributions of Alfred I and Mary Ball DuPont to Jacksonville-and - -s-s:-
Florida are legendary.

Report and Recommendation on Renaming Venus Street.

Running north from West 8" Street to Venus & Mars Court, Venus Street was platted as part of
the Highland Subdivision that dates to 1888. Originally this subdivision named its north-south
streets after planets such as Jupiter, Venus, Mars, and Mercury. Currently, only Venus and Mars
Streets have their original name. Located west across Hogans Creek from Springfield, the
Highlands Subdivision and the later Highland Heights and Reaves Addition were originally

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predominately residential in use, and became associated as part of the historic African-American
community called Sugar Hill. However, by the turn of the 20" century, the character of this area
began to change with the establishment of several significant medical facilities.

In 1914, St. Luke’s Hospital moved from its original site in East Jacksonville to a larger facility
constructed immediately to the east of Hogans Creek. Also founded in the 1870s in East
Jacksonville, the “Duval County Hospital and Asylum” relocated in the early 1920°to a new.
facility at the southwest corner of North Jefferson Street and West 10" Street. South of West 8™
Street, Brewster Hospital that served the African American population moved to a new facility
along North Jefferson Street in 1931. With the integration of medical facilities, Brewster
Hospital closed in 1966 to reopen in 1967 as the new Methodist Hospital.

Although St. Luke’s Hospital moved to a campus in South Jacksonville in more recent years,
Methodist Hospital and Duval Hospital (University Hospital) continued to expand in the area and
eventually merged to become Shands at Jacksonville. As medical related facilities expanded, the
area along both sides of West 8" Street began to loose its residential character which was also
impacted the construction of the Jacksonville Expressway (I-95) that physically divided the
neighborhood. Today, residences clustered only along both sides of North Davis Street north of
West 8™ Street with a large apartment complex located immediately north of the hospital
complex. Venus Street currently runs north through the hospital complex where it intersections
the Venus & Mars Court that define the apartment complex. The historical context of Venus
Street has been erased with hospital related expansion.

Therefore, it is the opinion of the Planning and Development Department that Venus Street has

no significance as related to the history of the surrounding community and is not associated with
any particular person or event significant in local or state history. Changing the name of Venus
Street to honor one of Jacksonville’s most noted physician would be an appropriate action in

light of his contribution to the medical professional, and its location next to UF & Shands at
Jacksonville.

Baker Boulevard, and IOth Street West, from Venus Street east to end of right of way to Dr. Roy
M. Baker Way.

Ms. Fales stated the reason for the change is in recognition of the significant contributions made
to the City of Jacksonville. Dr. Baker championed the establishment of the University Medical
Center in Jacksonville as the urban campus of the University of Florida, which today operated
Shands Hospital of Jacksonville. In addition, Dr. Baker played a key role in the development of
rescue services within the Jacksonville Fire Department and served as the first medical director
teaching cardiac life- saving techniques to Jacksonville’s firefighters.

These life saving techniques brought national recognition to Jacksonville in 1970 by receiving
the Reader’s Digest designation “Safety City in America to Have a Heart Attack’~ and
thereafter served as a model for the nation and the world emulate. Dr. Baker was involved in
numerous civic and medical organizations and served the Duval County Medical Authority,
leading the way to providing care to Jacksonville’s most needy. The portion of Venus Street that
extends from 8th Street to Venus —Mars Court into an apartment complex.

The length of the roadway is approximately 1380 feet. The ordinance states if any street names
change it should apply to the entire length of that road; this covers about three blocks of Venus
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Street. The address range of this street is from 1800 to 2199 there are twenty five parcels that
front or side on Venus Street, in this location eighteen of these parcels are identified as being
owned by Shands Jacksonville Medical Center or Shands Jacksonville Foundation. Two of the
properties are owned by the City of Jacksonville of the remaining five parcels two are currently
single family residents.

On the northwest corner of jth Street is a single family dwelling also on the South of 11th Street
is a second parcel which has a single family dwelling. The other structures on the Aerial is no
longer there. There are two residents located on the three blocks of Venus Street and an apart-
ment complex north of 1ith Street West and six buildings addressed in that apartment complex
and four units per building which means that 24 of those residents will be required to have an
address change.

There are two other segments of Venus Street north of I8th Street west is one segment and further
north near Martin Luther King Jr. Parkway is the second segment, so there are some potential
with this street name change to distinguished between these areas south and these segments
located adjacent to the expressway.

Ms. Shaw stated that they should keep these streets as Venus Street. Ms. Fales agreed and stated
they are only going to change the segment associated with the hospital to honor Dr. Baker, also
use this as an opportunity to create a distinction between the segment by the hospital and the
other two segment by I8th Street and Martin Luther King Jr. Parkway.

Ms. Surrency asked if the 6 apartment’s buildings had to be included where Venus Mars ends.

Ms. Fales replied it could probably go either way but the ordinance encourage not to give small
segments of the roads different name, Ms. Fales was told the second change is coming off Venus
Street and currently the centerline is showing this street as oth Street West but they did some
extra research with Streets and Drainage Department and found that it should be labeled as 10th
Street West. This segment functions as a private drive way and leads back to the emergency
room and all the surrounding properties are owned by the hospital and there are no addresses
assigned off this driveway.

Ms. Lively asked about the 9th Street West that runs north and south.

Ms. Fales stated she does not know why it is drawn in like that, it was certainly not platted that
way. She thinks 9th Street West was drawn in because people used it as a cut through. It doesn’t
exist and it’s on private property with no right of way. Ms. Fales thinks the reason is, individuals
dropping off patients to the emergency room and head out north.

Ms. Lively stated if it’s a street, it needs to be named. Ms. Fales stated she does not think it’s
really a street, in the centerline it’s private and on private property, she doesn’t think it’s really
a street it’s a driveway.

Ms. Lively asked if it’s a street sign posted? Ms.Fales stated No. Ms. Lively stated the only rea-
son why she asked is from a 911 perspective. If someone calls and says they have an accident at

the corner of 9th Street West and 11th Street West, no one will know if this is not an official
streel.
Mpr. Buckley asked if they could address joth Street West and 9th Street West all as Dr Roy

M Baker Way.

Ms. Fales stated we would be naming a street on private property and there is not a right of way
and you can see where the right of way ends. The line is drawn in and you can see that 9th Street
West and 10th Street West and jjth Street West are all east west running streets and where this
turns north and label 9th Street West, someone must have drew it in as 9th Street West in the
centerline, it is not an official street.

Mr. Buckley asked if it was a rule concerning naming streets boulevard.

Ms. Fales stated the policy only specify circle and court, the reason why they have not gone any
further is, so many streets in Jacksonville do not follow any rules.

After further discussion, Mr. Buckley made a motion to change the name of the requested portion
of Venus Street from address range 1800 —2199 to be changed to Doctor Roy Baker Street and
the portion of joth Street West intersecting with Venus Street and going approximately 370 feet
be changed to Doctor Roy Baker Way.

Ms. Shaw advised the committee to make two separate motions.

Ms. Fales stated that the motion is to change Venus Street from sth Street to Venus Mars Court
to Doctor Roy Baker Street. Ms. Lively seconds the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Ms. O’Quinn stated that the second motion is to change 10th Street West to Doctor Roy Baker

Way with the word doctor spelled out and not abbreviated, Ms Philpot seconds the motion and
motion passed unanimously.

IL Address Changes

Old Spanish Trail

Mr. Whit field stated that Old Spanish Trail is a grouping of houses located in a small
subdivision. They are using a private drive to access off Old Spanish Trail. Two of the homes
located in the back of that small grouping have frontage on Craven Road, but the residents
really access off the private drive. One of the parcels in that grouping of houses have two
addresses 9224 Craven Road and 4522 Old Spanish Trail, they are actually using the Old
Spanish Trail address. This house has a back gate and that area looks like an alley where you
can drop things off in the back. The wooden gate is chained and locked it’s about 6 feet tall.

Mr. Whitfield presented pictures to the committee that they would better understand the issues on
Old Spanish Trail and Craven Road. One of the pictures showed the entrance of the private drive
way which has large plaques located on both sides one side says Private Drive Way the other
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side has the addresses of the homes that are located in this grouping of houses.

Ms. Surrency stated that the residents should have some kind of mechanism to let emergency
response know where they are located since it’s so dark at night in the back of that small group-
ing of homes.

Ms. Fales presented the requirements for displaying of addresses, it has to be at least four inches
in height and it could be placed either on the house or on a post and must be visible. There isn’t
any other specific requirement on posting an address such as they have to be lit, although it dose
state that it has to be visible day and night.

Ms. Fales brought to the attention of the committee that there are several issues concerning Old
Spanish Trail, one is the addresses shown on the plaque. They are out of sequence causing odds
and even numbers to be mixed together and it’s not a distribution of all odd on one side and all
even on one side.

Mr. Whitfield stated if it were dark you would not be able to see the parcels located in the back
of this grouping of houses. He believes the question is can they without new development require
residents to name this private drive to correct the problem. Also two of the residents have no
frontage on Old Spanish Trail; the emergency response team would not know these parcel are
located in the back of this grouping of house’s, unless the resident told them across the phone.
The resident using 4522 Old Spanish Trail believes that they are addressed off Old Spanish.

Ms. Fales asked the committee what would be the best approach to making it possible and easy
for emergency response to locate these properties.

Ms. O’Quinn stated that 9224 Craven Road has to be changed if they are going to use 4522 Old
Spanish Trail.

Ms. Surrency suggested since all of the addresses has to be changed why not change them all so
they can fall in sequence, she believes they should follow the rules for odd and evens because
these are not individual plaques. When they change that plaque all of the changes can be made
all at one time.

Ms. Fales stated the best solution is to address all the parcels off Old Spanish Trail, then find out
what the range is for that segment of the roadway and make sure they all fall into that range that
they all are in sequence along that driveway.

Ms. O’Quinn asked if 9150 address was Ok.

Ms. Fales stated that in the last meeting the decision was to send out a letter stating the situation
that could exist and that it has the political of creating a delay in emergency response. If we
explain the situation to them, then we can request that they consider changing their address. If
they refuse that’s their choice, their address is posted and you can clearly recognize their loca-
tion.
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Ms O’Quinn stated if the house is visible from Craven Road and the address is visible then the

only issue is their fence. She is not as worried about this as she is about the address
9224.

Ms. Fales asked if the committee is still content with the original decision for 9150 Craven Road.

Mr. Whitfield later brought to the committee that since the residents in that small grouping of
houses has to change their addresses anyway, why not give them the option to name their private
driveway. The committee agreed with the idea and Ms. Fales ask if anyone wanted to make a
motion to change the address of 9224 located on Craven Road to identify it as being access from
Old Spanish Trail, also providing the property owner the option to change their address to all
even addresses that fall in sequence along the driveway. And all the addresses off Old Spanish
Trail will be given the option to name their driveway and be addressed off of their driveway.

Ms. Shaw stated the motions. The first motion is to send a letter to the home owners notifying
them of the potential confusion and providing a sign at the intersection with two options to re-
name the private drive way and to change the addresses to fall in sequence of the road segment
of Old Spanish Trail. Ms. Surrency stated motion moved. The second motion is to notify the
property owner at 9224 Craven Street that they change their address to access the road they
choose to be addressed from. Ms. Fales asked if they wanted to give them an option.

Villa Place

Mr. Whit field stated Villa Place is duplex town homes that straddle the property line. These ad-
dresses there are 354 1,4549,5361,5357 originally these addresses should be flipped. One on the
duplex was a typo error and the committee had to come back to it, since it was not the original
reason for the first site visit. These addresses have conflicting address schemes. 3544 has a unit
1 and unit 2; none of the other duplex has unit numbers. Ms. Phi/pot suggested they keep the
address 3544 and drop the unit numbers and make the other side 3540 and that would make it go
into sequence order. And not worry about the 5361 and 5357.

Ms. Fales stated if they are going to change two addresses they should change the other two
that’s out of sequence as well to make sure everyone is in order along the street. She thinks if
they tried to change only the 3544 this issue would be brought to Addressing attention again
eventually.

Mr. Whitfield suggested shifting the addresses one unit over to correct the problem.

After further discussion, Ms. Philpot made a motion to change 3557 to 3553 and 3561 to correct
the address flow in accordance with everything located on Villa Place. And change 3544 unit 1
and 2 to fall in sequence of the roadway. Ms. Surrency seconds the motion and the motion pass
unanimously.

10382 Florida Mining Boulevard East

Mr. Whitfield stated that 10382 was brought to their attention as a care issue, it could not be lo-
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cated in Care System because Care works off street ranges; however the range of Florida Min-
ing Boulevard East is in the 94,95,9600 block it is not in the 10000 range. There’s a lift station
using the address 9820, it could not be located in the Care System because it was out of range.
Florida Mining is an asphalt company and it’s a small office building located on that parcel with
dump trucks efc.

Ms. Surrency asked if the address 9620 was a lift station. She also asked if Florida Mining could
be tabled to the next meeting so she can look in their system and come back on the next meeting
to validate where their power is feeding from. And if they are using 9620 then the address can be
changed.

The committee agreed to table Florida Mining Boulevard East to be discussed in the next meet-
ing.

3607 Sheridan Lane

Mr. Whitfield stated Sheridan Lane is located off St. Augustine Road north of Emerson, it was

brought to their attention through the Care Systems. It was considered be out of sequence, and
the range of this segment of Sheridan Lane is 2002 -2089.

Ms. Fa/es stated there are odd and even numbers on the same sides of the street, they believes
it’s in the 3600 range because It’s going down a little dirt road and you can see the right of way.
It’s really a north south range, even though Sheridan Lane is an east west street. So for whatever
reason they assigned these addresses off the north south range.

There is and inactive meter at 3607 and an active meter at 3624 and they can not find anything
in the property master data base for 3626 nor is there a meter identified at 3626. She’s not sure
if anything is on the property further to the south.

Mr. Buckley asked if it’s just a dirt road. Ms. Fales stated yes he then asked if a/I the properties
were addresses off of Sheridan Lane. Ms. Fa/es stated yes but the 3607 actually faces on
Sheridan Lane.

Mr. Quintanilla stated it looks as if some are addressed off Sheridan Lane and some are not, it’s
as if they are mixed in together. Mr. Quintani/la remembers sending in a zoomed in shot of that

pictometry.

Mr. Whitfield stated what looks like a right of way is not functioning as a right of way. It looks
like a large parcel with at least 3 houses on it and one of the properties he thinks is addressed off
of Drew.

Ms. Fales stated they don’t have a 3626 north in their system under Sheridan Lane.
Mr. Whitfield stated on a site visit they drove down Drew Street and no one is accessing Drew

Street, Mr. Whitfield stated that the data they have is old data and this area has been redevel-
oped and it’s brand new homes their, some of them have never been lived in.
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Ms. Fales stated they will look for the Jax Star issue and bring it up at the next meeting, also go
back and do another site visit based on the committee’s issues, to see where the brand new
development is occurring. Ms. Fales asked to table Sheridan Lane to bring it back before the
committee for review.

Ms. Fales then asked to see the addresses again and realized why she could not find 3626.
3626 is using a Drew Street address, JEA and Property Appraiser is identifying it as a Drew
Street address. So 3624 and 3607 is using a Sheridan Lane address.

Ms. Fa/es asked the committee how they want to see this issue corrected.

The committee decided to table Sheridan Lane until the next meeting.

Ms. Surrency stated she would look for application for that street. Ms. Fales stated they would
look for permits as well.

2980.2986. 2988 San Pablo Road South

Ms. Fales stated that this issue came to the Addressing Office from Pat Bright at Mayport Post
Office, Pat contacted them as asked if they could verify that these addresses was e

91 laddresses. These addressed are entered in their data as 2980, 2986, 2988 San Pablo

Road, at the time the addresses was entered in, they was not entered in as San Pablo Road
South.

Also in order to access these properties you have two options, one is to enter at the end of
Vansile and these property owners own a 15 foot strip of property in which they can access from.
They are also accessing from someone’s drive way that lives in a subdivision, they are going
between two houses. The developers of the subdivision gave these individuals the 15 feet of
property that runs from Vansile, technically not Vansile because the property owner that own
that strip also owns a parcel that extends from Vansile to this 15 foot strip which is enabling
them to access from Vansile.

Mr. Whitfield stated if a ambulance needed to assist these individuals it would not fit down that
road, He stated he would be impressed if they could.

Ms. Phi/pot asked how they got a San Pablo address. Ms Fales stated these property owners
have been there for a while and before this development occurred they were accessing their
closest public access which was San Pablo Road at that time.

Mr. Whitfield stated the properties were plated in 1990, Mr. Whit field also clarified that the
property owners access from Satain and from Vansi/e.

Ms. Surrency asked did the committee make a previous motion on another street to contact the
property owner to inform the residents that this situation could become a safety issue, also in-

Jform them how important it is to post a street sign.

Ms Shaw stated this is very similar to the last issue resolved.

Reason for Change: This street name change is in recognition of the

Dr. Baker championed the establishment of the University Medical Center in
Jacksonville as the urban campus of the University of Florida, which today
operates Shands Hospital of Jacksonville. In addition, Dr. Baker played a key
role in the development of rescue services within the Jacksonville Fire
Department and served as the first medical director teaching cardiac life-saving
techniques to Jacksonville’s firefighters. These life saving techniques brought
national recognition to Jacksonville in 1970 by receiving the Reader’s Digest
designation “Safest City in America to Have a Heart Attack”; and thereafter
served as a model for the nation and the world emulate. Dr. Baker was involved
in numerous civic and medical organizations and served on the Duval County
Medical Authority, leading the way to providing care to Jacksonville’s most
needy.

Venus Street to Dr. Roy M. Baker Boulevard

Description and Length:

The proposed street renaming includes the portion of Venus street that extends
north from 8" Street to Venus-Mars Court. These street segments extend a
distance of approximately 1380 feet.

There are two additional segments of Venus Street that are not identified as part
of this name change. These segments are located adjacent to Martin Luther
King Jr. Parkway and exist separately from the portion of Venus Street included
in the proposed street renaming.

Requirements identified under Chapter 745 for renaming Streets after
Individuals:
Streets may only be renamed after a person if such person is:

(1) A person who has achieved prominence as a result of his significant,
positive contribution to the United States of America and/or the local
community; and

(2) A person who has been deceased for at least five years.
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Impacts and Property Owners Affected:

There are 25 parcels that either front or side on Venus Street in this location.
Eighteen of these parcels are identified as being owned by either Shands
Jacksonville Medical Center or Shands Jacksonville Foundation Inc. Two of the
properties are owned by the City of Jacksonville.

Of the remaining five parcels located along this roadway, two are currently used
as single family residences. A parcel, located at the corner of 8" Street and
Venus Street, is currently being developed as a Walgreen'’s.

There is an apartment complex located on the two parcels at the corner of Venus
Street and Venus-Mars Court. Within this apartment complex there are six
apartment buildings addressed off of Venus Street and four units within each
building.

The proposed street renaming would require an address change for 24 of the
apartment units within this complex. In addition, both of the single family
residences and one building owned by the hospital also uses a Venus Street
address. A total of 27 addresses would be changed as a part of this street name
change.

911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee:

The 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee (“the Committee”) is
comprised of representatives from the Planning and Development Department,
the Jacksonville Sheriff's Office, the Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department,
JEA, Building Inspection Division Office, Property Safety Division, Property
Appraiser’s Office, Information Technologies Division, United States Postal
Service, and Bell South. The focus of the Committee is to remedy existing
addressing deficiencies in an effort to promote better emergency response, to
coordinate with one another to promote consistency between all entities that
utilize addresses and to maximize the resources available to promote these
goals.

911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee Evaluation of Impacts:
The proposed street re-naming is consistent with the requirements identified
under Chapter 745.105 (e) (1) requiring that a street only be named after a
person who has achieved prominence as a result of his or her significant, positive
contribution to the United States of America and/or the local community and (2)
requiring that the person be deceased for at least 5 years. A name change
honoring Dr. Roy M. Baker for his contributions to the City of Jacksonville and to
the medical community is appropriate along this portion of Venus Street as it runs
adjacent to the UF & Shands of Jacksonville complex and provides the primary
route to the Hospital’'s Emergency Room.
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The proposed street name, Dr. Roy M. Baker Boulevard, is unique and would not
be confused with any other street names within the City. However the use of
abbreviations such as Dr. and M. would have a negative impact on database
systems used by the City, JEA and the U S Postal Service and would create
opportunities for error in inputting and retrieving data from these databases. The
removal of these abbreviations would resolve any problems associated with
these database systems.

The street type of “Boulevard”, which is being proposed as part of this name
change, is associated with roads that are used as major thoroughfares and would
therefore not be an appropriate street type for this roadway. All other streets in
this vicinity use a street type of “Street” and this would be a more appropriate
street type for this roadway in this location.

The proposed street renaming would create a distinction between the portion of
Venus Street that extends from 8" Street to Venus Mars Court and the other
segments of Venus Street that are located adjacent to Martin Luther King Jr
Parkway. Since there is not a physical connection between these two locations,
the proposed street renaming would help to eliminate any confusion between
these street segments by providing each segment with a separate identity.

Although most of the properties abutting Venus Street in this location are owned
by either Shands Jacksonville Foundation, Inc. or Shands Medical Center, there
are three other property owners that would be impacted by the proposed
renaming. Two of these properties are used as a single family residence and the
third property is used as an apartment complex.

Since each building within the apartment complex is addressed separately, it will
only be necessary to change the addresses of those apartment buildings and
units that are currently addressed from Venus Street. The proposed street name
change would require an address change of twenty four (24) apartment units.

911 Emergency Addressing Addressing Advisory Committee
Recommendation:

Although the majority of the address changes created by this street renaming
could be eliminated by excluding the segment of Venus Street between 11"
Street and Venus-Mars Court, the result would leave a single isolated segment of
Venus Street at this location. The Committee regrets the impact that this street
renaming will have on the Apartment Complex and its residents; however the
long term benefits of renaming the entire length of the road outweigh the short
term hardships generated by this street name change. The proposed street
renaming provides an opportunity to create a clear distinction between unrelated
road segments that share the same name. Allowing a small segment to maintain
the name of Venus Street at this location would eliminate this benefit.
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The Committee recommends that Venus Street, extending from 8™ Street to
Venus Mars Court, be renamed; and that proposed street name of Dr. Roy M.
Baker Boulevard by revised to Doctor Roy Baker Street.

10™ Street West to Dr. Roy M. Baker Way

Description and Length:

The portion of 10" Street West intersecting with Venus Street and extending
approximately 370 feet to its terminus.

Impacts and Property Owners Affected:

There are 7 parcels abutting the 10" Street West and all of the parcels are
owned by the medical center. Currently there are not any addresses assigned
along this roadway. The roadway functions as a driveway leading to the
Emergency Room for the Hospital.

911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee Evaluation of Impacts:
The proposed street re-naming is consistent with the requirements identified
under Chapter 745.105 (e) (1) requiring that a street only be named after a
person who has achieved prominence as a result of his or her significant, positive
contribution to the United States of America and/or the local community and (2)
requiring that the person be deceased for at least 5 years. A name change
honoring Dr. Roy M. Baker for his contributions to the City of Jacksonville and to
the medical community is appropriate along this street segment that leads to the
Hospital's Emergency Room. Since non of the properties abutting 10" Street
West in this location are not addressed from this roadway there would not be any
impacts to the property owners at this location.

The Duplication of the root street name in this location would be acceptable since
this road segment intersects with and is subservient to the street that is being
proposed to be renamed to Dr. Roy M. Baker Boulevard. However the use of
abbreviations such as Dr. and M. would have a negative impact on database
systems used by the City, JEA and the U S Postal Service and would create
opportunities for error in inputting and retrieving data from these databases. The
removal of these abbreviations would resolve any problems associated with
these database systems.

911 Emergency Addressing Addressing Advisory Committee
Recommendation:

The Committee recommends that 10" Street West, extending east from Venus
Street to a dead end, be renamed; and that proposed street name of Dr. Roy M.
Baker Way by revised to Doctor Roy Baker Way.
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
