Bill Summary:  This bill authorizes and permits right angle or perpendicular parking on the south side of May Street between Post and Lomax streets to accommodate 16 spaces.
Background Information:  Florida Statutes require that all vehicles park parallel to the curb, but allow local authorities to permit angle parking on local roadways which are not State roads.  The bill states that there is a desire to allow for perpendicular parking on May Street to accommodate the maximum number of vehicles, and that there is perpendicular parking on both sides of May Street immediately to the Northeast. 
Policy Impact Area:  Public Parking; Streets and Highways
Fiscal Impact:  Undetermined; the legislation states that the cost of implementation of the perpendicular parking shall be borne by the property owner
