Introduced by Council Members W. Jones and Corrigan:
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ORDINANCE 2008-342-E
AN ORDINANCE RENAMING THAT PORTION OF FOREST STREET, EXTENDING APPROXIMATELY 320 FEET EAST FROM RIVERSIDE AVENUE TO A DEAD END AT THE ST. JOHNS RIVER, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 9, TO ALFRED DUPONT PLACE; DIRECTING LEGISLATIVE SERVICES TO FORWARD ORDINANCE TO THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, in 1925, a quiet benefactor to a multitude of the needy, the late Alfred I. duPont, and his beloved wife, Jessie Ball duPont, re-located from Delaware, and became legal residents of Jacksonville, Florida; and

WHEREAS, Alfred I duPont was a visionary, and saw potential in north Florida and its great pine forests, its natural harbors in closed proximity to major shipping lanes serving trade between Latin America, Mobile, Alabama and New Orleans, Louisiana and Florida’s pristine beaches; and

WHEREAS, in 1927, Mr. duPont summarized his intentions to invest in the state of Florida writing:  
“We are now in Florida to live and work.  We expect to spend the balance of our days here.  We have all the money necessary for any reasonable effort to help Florida grow and prosper.  Our business undertakings should be sound, but our primary object should not be making of money.  Through helpful works, let us build up good in this state and make it a better place in which to live.  In my last years, I would much rather have the people of Florida say that I helped them and their state than to double the money I now have.”; and
WHEREAS, Mr. duPont wrote in his will,
“It has been my firm conviction throughout life that it is the duty of everyone in this world to do what is within his power to alleviate human suffering and I have sedulously striven to that end.  It is, therefore, natural that …the remaining portion of my estate should be utilized for charitable needs”; and
WHEREAS, the bulk of Mr. duPont’s estate went to the Alfred I. duPont Testamentary Trust, wherein he instructed his trustees to create a charitable corporation named The Nemours Foundation for the “care and treatment of crippled children…”; and
WHEREAS, the Alfred I. duPont Testamentary Trust has, since 1935, remained headquartered in Jacksonville, and in 2006 re-affirmed its commitment to the City of Jacksonville by contracting to build significantly, new headquarters on the street currently known as Forest Street; and
WHEREAS, in 1991, The Nemours Foundation opened the Nemours Children’s Clinic in a new 10-story building next to Wolfson’s Childrens’ Hospital in Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, the Nemours’ Jacksonville facility was followed by the opening of additional children’s clinics in Pensacola and Orlando, Florida; and
WHEREAS, the duPont Trust and Nemours created the Alfred I. duPont Award for Excellence in Children’s Health Care in 2001 to honor Mr. duPont’s legacy of care for children in which the recipient receives an original crystal sculpture and a $50,000 award; and

WHEREAS, Mr. duPont’s legacy companies, including the St. Joe Company, have provided thousands of jobs for the growth and development of Jacksonville and the state of Florida; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds it appropriate to name a street after Mr. duPont; and

 WHEREAS, a private donor has provided funding to cover the costs of the new street name signs; and

WHEREAS, the provisions of Chapter 745 Ordinance Code, have been complied with in all respects; and

WHEREAS, on February 7, 2008, the 911 Addressing Advisory Committee reviewed (the minutes of the 911 Addressing Advisory Committee are attached hereto as Exhibit 1) and recommended approval for the street name change, attached hereto as Exhibit 2; now therefore,   

WHEREAS, on February 27, 2008, the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission reviewed (the minutes of the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission are attached hereto as Exhibit 3) and recommended approval of the street name change, attached hereto as Exhibit 4; and
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Portion of Forest Street Renamed.  The name of that portion of Forest Street, extending approximately 320 feet east from Riverside Avenue to a dead end at the St. Johns River, in Council District 9, is hereby renamed Alfred duPont Place, by which name such street shall be hereafter known and designated. A copy of the map of Forest Street to Alfred duPont Place is attached hereto as Exhibit 5.
Section 2.

Legislative Services Division directed to forward a copy of ordinance to the Planning and Development Department.  The Chief of the Legislative Services Division is directed to send a copy of this legislation, once enacted, to the Planning and Development Department, Addressing Unit, for processing, implementation, and coordination with 911 Emergency, Fire and Rescue Department, the Post Office and other affected agencies and organizations. 
Section 3.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.

Call To Order:

Chairman Ellen Fales called the meeting to order at 10:05 am

I._Gately Road Addresses
Street Name Change

Ms. Fales presented a map to the committee and explained the issue on Gately Road, She
stated that this address range for the segment of Gately Road that is located between Gately
Oaks Lane and Quinlan Road North could potentially create some confusion. If an emergency
occur this could create a delay in response. Fire and Rescue would actually look for these resi-
dences on Gately Road and not on Quinlan Road and Boyers Oaks Lane which is where they
are actually accessing from. Ms. Rosenfeld brought this to the attention of the Addressing Of-
fice, apparently one of the property owners was using a mailing address off of Quinlan Road.

Ms. Rosenfeld stated his mail box was on the corner of Quinlan Road North and Boyers Road
and he was addressed on Gately Road.

Ms. Fales stated there are five property owners in that location that are addressed off of Gately
Road and they do not front on Gately Road. She brought this to the attention of the committee
to get some feed back on how this problem should be handled. Ms. Fales stated Mr. Galvin is
one of the property owners in that area. The committee looked at the parcel and Ms. Fales con-
tinued to explain that Boyer Oaks Lane is on the land owned by Mr. Galvin, also a portion of
Quinlan Road is also on property owned by Mr. Galvin as well. Ms. Fales stated that Mr. Galvin
wanted to bring to the committee some of his concerns.
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Mr. Galvin explained that he moved there in 2005 and it is hard to find the residence. Mr.
Gottberg lived there since 1978 and he is the individual that brought this to your attention.

Mr Galvin stated that he owns Quinlan Road, Boyers Oaks Lane and a Quinlan Road North.
They all have independent easements agreements some of them are dated very far back and
some of them are recorded and some are not. All of the property south of his property has ap-
plied for a PUD and has been tied up in court for 3 years; Mr. Galvin stated he would like a new
name and ask that they not extend the name Boyer Oaks Lane, because he does have ease-
ment agreements with individuals for Boyers Oak Lane but it does not define the location.

Ms. Fales stated Mr. Galvin is the owner of the property and he has provided a name and it is
available to be used, that name is Galvanized Way. From emergency response stand point is it
better to have a second identified name for this road segment?

Mr. Auld stated he does not have a problem with renaming the street.

Mr. Buckley asked where will the road be added, and will this be a private road. Ms. Fales
stated yes. Also it would require a new street sign and it would require Mr. Galvin to give the
City permission to access the easement

Ms. Fales asked Ms. Shaw if the other property owners along Gately Road had to be contacted.

Ms Shaw stated they definitely need to be provided with some type of notification if you are go-
ing to change their address.

Ms. Fales stated the only addresses that would change are the addresses shaded in green on
the map.

Ms. Shaw stated the easement agreement is another issue.
Mr. Galvin explained that he own Quinlan Road North and Boyer Oaks Lane.
Ms. Fales stated that Mr. Galvin would technically be the only person we need to contact.

Mr. Galvin stated yes as far as he knows, and at one time the address 1483 and 1479 were the
only properties existing and that was their driveway.

Mr. Auld made a motion to create a new name for the east west road extension of Boyer Oaks
Lane and reassign the address to the new street name.

The committee agreed to give a new name in terms of emergency response and the motion
passed unanimously.

Il. Street Name Change

Change the name Forest Street, Between Riverside Avenue and the St Johns River, to DuPont
Place.

Ms. Fales states The Alfred I. DuPont Testamentary Trust headquarters is located on the seg-
ment of Forest Street that extends from Riverside Avenue to a dead end. The Alfred DuPont
Foundation would like to name this segment of Forest Street in recognition Alfred |. DuPont
Foundation Testamentary.
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They established the Nemours Foundation which has creating health care for sick children for
many years and with the support funding from the trust the Nemours has over 4,000 employees
and mare than 400 physicians that annually care for approximately a quarter of a million chil-
dren. This segment of the roadway extends 320 feet from Riverside Avenue,

Ms. Fales then presented a site plan of the area to better explain the layout of the area. There
are approximately 8 parcels on the roadway that either side or front on this roadway. The parcel
on the corner of Riverside and Forest is an office building that’s being constructed. The next
parcel to the south contains a driveway into the office complex in that area, the parcel also con-
tain the new purposed DuPont Foundation Corporate Headquarters.

The area just to the east and south of that are parcels owned by the City of Jacksonville that will
become a Parit Pocket Park in that area. To the east is a vacant lot and parking, on the south
east corner of Forest Street and Riverside there's also Fire Station #5. At this point there Du-
Pont Trust building is only a structure addressed off of Forest Street and the only other address
would be assigned to the park in that location.

Ms. O'Quinn asked if there was another Forest located in Jacksonville.

Ms. Fales stated this is the only Forest Street and Mr. Whitfield stated that there is a Forest
Boulevard.

Ms. Fales stated that under chapter 745 the requirements for renaming a street after an individ-
ual is that the person has to receive prominence as a result of a significant contribution to the
United States of America and in Communities and the person also must have been deceased at
least for five years.

This individual meets the criteria, and there are minimum impacts as far as changes to ad-
dresses along the roadway.

In addition to this they have also requested to be allowed to use the address of 1935 to repre-
sent the year in which the trust was created. Mr. Whitfield stated that the proposed address is
an odd number address on the even side of the street. Ms. Fales agreed and then identified that
the property is currently addressed at 510 Forest Street.

Ms. Rosenfeld stated some concern about having the DuPont Road name since there is a street
name of DuPont located near San Jose and she does not want the address ranges to duplicate.

Ms. Fales stated the name they are actually requesting is Alfred DuPont and that would give a
distinction between the two street names.

Mr. Buckley stated he does not have a problem with changing the name but renumbering the
address goes against everything this committee has been trying to fix.

Ms. Shaw asked if it was truly out of sequence if the street has a different name than Forest
Street and if you are changing it to a whole new name wouldn't that street have a different se-
quence of numbers.

Mr. Brown stated its still on the even side no matter how you look at it.

Mr. Whitfield stated there is a rule and if we put and odd number on the even side of the road it
would be breaking the address convention.

Mr. Brown stated if they mention being headquartered since 1936, maybe they can use 1936, it
might make a difference.
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Ms. Fales stated that's a thought, we could propose that to them, but do we want to. Because
there’s still an issue with the current address range and this road segment is 500 to 599 and
they would not be using the address ranges that currently exist.

Ms. O’Quinn stated this property should be addressed the correct way by the system the city
currently uses. And this process is not according to our rules.

Ms. Shaw stated they have to comply with the ordinance concerning the even and odd number-
ing, the ordinance provides that we have to adhere to the requirement of the policy.

Ms. Fales stated technically the city is on a grid system that begins at Main Street and Bay
Street in the downtown area. As streets move out from this point, both east and west and north
and south, the numbers increase.

Ms. O’Quinn stated the committee has an obligation to the ordinance. So she made a motion to
allow the renaming from Forest Street to Alfred DuPont but keep the address range within the
current range of the street.

Mr. Auld seconds the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

lll. Address changes

415 Pablo Point Drive

This item came to the Addressing office as a Care issue, the out of sequence address is cur-
rently addressed at 415 Pablo Point Drive. The property is north of the Pablo Point Subdivision
and the access is from Pablo Point Drive at the dead end of the roadway. This individual ac-
cesses their property from a dirt road coming from the end of the roadway.

The first concern for the neighborhood association is that the address indicates that this prop-
erty is located between 413 Pablo Point Drive and 421 Pablo Point Drive but it is not. They be-
lieve it is a safety issue for the property owner and other residents in the neighborhood. They
believe that it would create some confusion in terms of emergency response.

The second concern is that the parcel is not located in the Pablo Point Subdivision, it does not
actually front on Pablo Point Drive, the neighborhood association questions whether this ad-
dress should be assigned off of this road. It appears to be the only access for this property and
there is not another access location for the property owner to use. Pablo Point Drive is a public
road and this individual has the right to drive down this road to access this property.

The issue sounds like a private issue between the property owner and the Association, of
whether or not they have legal access to get to their property. This residence was constructed
prior to the subdivision being constructed. The property owner indicated that he actually cleared
the trees from the roadway so it could be used as his access and has always used that area he
cleared.

The committee asked what the problem was and if the homeowner's association is saying they
don’t want this property owner to be address from the subdivision.

Ms. Fales stated they did not directly say that but did talk around the issue.

Mr. Whitfield stated it seems that they want the committee to say he does not have rights to
cross, but because this is a public road technically they can’t say the property owner can't drive
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on the road. So what it comes down to is if the property owner has easement rights to cross
from his dirt road to the street, and this is not an issue for this committee it is an in issue be-
tween him and the property owner.

Mr. Buckley stated so it’s not the person at 415 complaining it's the homeowner association.

Ms. Fales answered yes.

Ms. Rosenfeld stated there is still an out of sequence issue with this address.

Mr. Buckley made a motion that the planning Department contact the resident at 415 Pablo
Point Drive and explain that their address is out of sequence and it needs to be changed to fall
within the sequence of the road. Ms. O’Quinn seconds the motion and the motion passed unani-

mously.

Taylor Field Road
Deferred

Cathy Tripp Lane North

Mr. Whitfield stated that Cathy Tripp Lane North is a cul-de-sac and at the end of the cul-de-sac
the road extends straight North South and it is also a road to the left east west. All the property
owners along the north west extension and the east west road on the left is addressed off of
Cathy Tripp Land North, those addresses that’s located there has no reasoning to them. They
are 1129, 1221,1135,1435,1455. The east west road to the left is addressed 1225, 1156, 1273,
and 1283.

Mr. Whitfield further stated it is basically two roads and you could possibly get away with con-
tinuing Cathy Trip Lane North with a private road maybe. Also if it's a safety issue and there isn’t
any development going on they can't be forced to name that private road.

Mr. Auld stated if the North South extension was named Cathy Tripp Lane North and renum-
bered and the east west road renamed and renumbered that would resolve this problem.

Mr. Whitfield stated that’s correct, but he does not know if they could rename it because that
would be a question for the council if there is no future development.

Ms. Shaw stated they are addressed off a public right of way.

Ms. Fales explained that under the ordinance the event that triggers the requirement to name an
unnamed access way is when an individual comes into build a structure on the access way and
creates a situation in which two our more structures receive access from the unnamed roadway.
Ms. Fales stated that she believed that the question that Mr. Whitfield was asking concerned
whether or not the committee has the authority to name an unnamed access way when a new
structure is not being constructed.

Mr. Whitfield re-stated his question by asking if new development does not to trigger the re-
quirement then can we trigger it ourselves.

Ms. Shaw asked if the addresses were out of sequence. Mr. Whitfield stated yes. Ms. Shaw
then states that’s your authority to go in and correct any out of sequence address.

Mr. Buckley asked if they are suggesting having a public Cathy Tripp Lane North and a private
Cathy Tripp Lane North. Ms. Fales stated it could be done. It has occurred in some part of the
city. Also the idea is not to chop up little segments but have one name continue along the entire
length of the road. It would be less confusing.

Ms. Surrency stated since they are already using the street name, it would be better to extend
and sequence the north south road then sequence and give the east west road a new name.

Ms. Fales asked if any one wanted to make a motion.

Ms. Surrency made a motion to re-sequence the north south road then give the east west road
a new name and re-sequence the numbers.

Ms. O’Quinn seconds the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Ms. Fales introduced her new supervisor Mr. Mark Shelton, Mr. Shelton then stated that the
Pablo Point Drive came up in city council and he wanted to hear the committee’s decision on

that issue.

14151 Old St. Augustine Road

Mr. Whitfield stated this is the Bartram Park Blvd. area and located there is a Chili’'s Restaurant
a Walgreen’s, SunTrust Bank and McDonald’s.

Ms. Fales stated Chili’s is currently addressed 13819, Walgreen's 13905 and SunTrust Bank is
13927, but for some reason McDonalds is addressed at 14151. A site plan was created for this
shopping center to show an address of 13939 for the McDonalds, but all permits were pulled on
14151 and it was constructed under that address.

She believes this occurred because there was an address entered for a site clearing at this lo-
cation on a very large parcel and for what ever reason the site clearing permit address was
picked up and used for the McDonalds address and this has caused an out of sequence ad-
dress.

The address range for Old St. Augustine Road in that location is in the 13000 range and the
14151 range is on the other side of 95. The issue was brought to our attention because of a
request for a cell tower address behind the McDonalds.

Mr. Auld made a motion that 14151 Old St. Augustine Road be corrected to fall in sequence
with the address range of the road. Mr. Brown seconds the motion and motion passed unani-
mously.

3561 Villa Place

Mr. Whitfield stated Villa Place was brought to them as a Jax Star issue. Looking at these ad-
dresses there are 5341 originally these addresses should be flipped and these are duplex town
homes. The duplexes are on individual lots but the building footprint extends across the property
line. The 5361 and the 5357 should be flipped for them to fall into sequence. These two lots are
at the end of the cul-de-sac and both addresses are posted and clearly visible on a 1foot tall
21/2 feet plaque. Technically it's out of sequence, but functionally if you look at it the street is
very short so, is it out of sequence?

Ms. Shaw asked will it hinder emergency response of law enforcement.
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Ms. Surrency asked if you change them which way you would go into the cul-de-sac. It looks as
if it would still be out of sequence.

Mr. Brown asked is it just one circle?

Mr. Whitfield asked if you are traveling on Villa Place will you miss one of these addresses.
Mr. Auld stated based on what is described, chances are you won't.

Mr. Whitfield stated there are only 10 possible choices located on Villa Place.

Mr. Brown stated 10 addresses and 5 buildings.

Ms. Surrency stated if you drive down this cul-de-sac everything on the right looks to be in se-
quence and everything on the left seems to be in sequence but when you look in the middle
these two addresses are out of sequence.

Ms. Fales stated are we depending on posting the address to make it understandable.

Mr. Auld stated at this day and time he does not seem to be a problem but 5 or 10 years down
the road when the addresses has faded off the signs and the property is not being maintained
then it would be a problem.

After further discussion the commilttee agreed to table Villa Place, it was discovered that 3544
and 3554 was a problem as well. Mr. Whitfield stated that he would do another site visit to de-
termine if the addresses are out of sequence.

2351 Forest Boulevard

This property is located off Beach Blvd. the lots on the north side and the south side of it is fol-
fowing a certain order 2421, 2473 these are all in sequence but 2351 is not. All the other ad-
dresses are falling in sequence. Mr. Brown made a motion to change 2351 Forest Boulevard fo
fall in the sequence of the road. Ms. O’'Quinn seconds the motion and the motion passed
unanimously.

Old Spanish Trail
OId Spanish Trail should be in the 4500 range however two addresses are in the 9000 range.

After further discussion Ms. Surrency made a motion to change 9121 and 9141 Old Spanish
Trail to fall in sequence of the road. Ms. O'Quinn seconds the motion and the motion passed
unanimously.

Additional Old Spanish Trail Issues

Mr. Whitfield stated that this area looks like a private subdivision and has a brick wall around it.
You can call it a gated community that has a drive way and everyone had access to it. It leads
to Old Spanish Trail where some of the residents are addressed from. There’s a sign at the en-
trance that says private driveway. There are two parcels located in that gate that also front on
Craven Road.

Ms. Shaw asked where they are addressed from.

Mr. Whitfield stated one property owner is addressed off Old Spanish Trail the other is off Cra-
ven Road and Old Spanish Trail.

Mr. Buckley asked what the legal Property Appraiser address is.
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Mr. Whitfield stated its 9224 Craven but that's not how they are accessing, if it was an emer-
gency and they respond to Craven they would have some problems. Their is a locked fence
along the Craven entrance with blocks and a chain link some what like an alley. They also have
a gate that they treat as their back entrance but that's not how they enter everyday. They are
posting 9224 Craven on the Craven side and posting 4522 OIld Spanish Trail on that side.

These property owners technically have frontage off Old Spanish Trail but that’s not how they
are fronting.

Ms. Shaw asked if all of the mail boxes were on Old Spanish Trail. So the postman doesn’t have
to drive down the private driveway.

Mr. Whitfield stated yes. Also if you drive back in the driveway there is a bridge over a little
creek he does not know its weight capacity and its very tight maneuvering back their. The other
issue is that there are even and odd numbers on both side of the road.

Ms. O’Quinn stated the property with two addresses needs to be addressed off Old Spanish
Trail. Mr. Whitfield stated they are using an Old Spanish Trail address of 4522. Ms. O’Quinn
asked if that's the address in the property Appraiser database. Mr. Whitfield stated no. Ms.
Fales then asked if 4522 was in Addressing system. Mr. Whitfield stated yes .Both addresses
are located in Addressing system.

There’s 4503, 4518,4535,4521,4522 so there is a mixture of two even numbers and three odd
numbers and all are located on the odd side of the road.

Also there are two property owners that have frontage on OId Spanish Trail but their view is
blocked by a brick wall, it's at least 6 or 7 feet tall.

Ms. Fales stated just for clarification the property that’s addressed off of Craven the structure is
not facing on Craven, it's facing where they access on OIld Spanish Trail.

Mr. Buckley stated 9224 is not facing Craven.
Ms. Fales stated it is not.

Mr. Buckley asked if 9150 was ok. Mr. Whitfield stated they are addressed off of Craven and
have their address posted visible on Craven but they too have a chain link fence with no breaks
completely cutting off the front of their property and they access on OIld Spanish Trail. Their ad-
dress is posted in the front yard it's a black sign with white letters, if you were driving down Cra-
ven you would recognize that address.

Mr. Auld stated most of these residents realize this problem and in a case of an emergency they
normally give all this information to us on the phone. This is said, not to justify the address prob-
lem.

Ms. O’Quinn asked if lefters could be sent out to inform the property owner that it could be a de-
lay in emergency response because of the address confusion. The property owner is addressed
off Craven and they access on Old Spanish Trail, this is considered a deficiency.

Mr. Whitfield stated the addressing policy states that on double frontage lot the property should
be addressed the way the house is facing.

Ms. Fales stated the question is do they have an option to contact the property owner and ask if
this has been a problem for them, and would they like to change their address giving them an
option.
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After further discussion Ms.O’ Quinn made a motion to notify the property owner at 9150 Craven
informing them that it could be a delay in emergency response due to the address. The commit-
tee agreed and the motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Whitfield stated the last issue is the even and odd numbers on Old Spanish Trail.

Mr. Buckley asked which way the properties are facing. Mr. Whitfield stated toward the private
dniveway.

Ms Surrency stated since its more information needed concerning the property addressed 9224
Craven and 4522 Old Spanish Trail, should this be deferred? It looks like there is a second ad-
dress but if it's another lot involved why go back and resequence a second time.

Mr. Whitfield asked what other investigation is needed. Ms. Fales stated Ms. O’Quinn wanted to
find out which number is being used for 911 purposes, and maybe someone wants to go out
and look at the bridge to find out the weight capacity.

Ms. O'Quinn asked if the private driveway that's on Old Spanish Trail was located between the
addresses 4535 and 4518, Mr. Whitfield stated yes, the other property owners have to cross
4518’s property to access and exit.

Ms. Fales asked if the parcels identify a subdivision name. Mr. Whitfield stated no.

After further discussion the commiltee agreed to defer this issue concerning naming the private

driveway and the out of sequence addresses to the next meeting for more information.

The committee meeting adjourned at 12:00 p.m.

Street Name Change Initiated by Alfred |. DuPont Testamentary Trust

Present Street Name: Forest Street

Proposed Street Name: Alfred DuPont Place

Initiated by: Alfred |. DuPont Testamentary Trust

Reason for Change: The new site for the Alfred |. DuPont Corporate
Headquarters is located on the segment of Forest Street that is included in this
street name change. The Alfred |. DuPont Testamentary Trust Foundation would
like to rename this segment of Forest Street in recognition of Alfred DuPont’s
contributions to the Community.

The Nemours Foundation was created through the Alfred |. DuPont
Testamentary Trust. The Nemours Foundation has provided high quality health
care and treatment for sick children for over 70 years. With the support and
funding from the Trust, Nemours has over 4,000 employees and more than 400
physicians that annually care for approximately a quarter of a million children.

Description and Length:

The segment of roadway that is included in this proposed street renaming
extends approximately 320 feet east from Riverside Avenue to a dead end. The
segment is located between Riverside Avenue and the St. Johns River.

Requirements identified under Chapter 745 for renaming Streets after
Individuals:
Streets may only be renamed after a person if such person is:

(1) A person who has achieved prominence as a result of his significant,
positive contribution to the United States of America and/or the local
community; and

(2) A person who has been deceased for at least five years.

Impacts and Property Owners Affected: There are 8 parcels that either front
or side on this road segment. Four of these parcels are owned by the City of
Jacksonville. Three of the parcels owned by the City are being developed as a
park and the fourth parcel is currently the home of Fire Station # 5, however
there are plans to move this Fire Station from its current location. The Fire
Station is addressed from Riverside Avenue rather than Forest Street.

Only two of the four remaining parcels are developed with a structure. One of
these parcels includes an office building at the corner of Riverside Avenue and
Forest Street that is addressed from Riverside Avenue. The second parcel is
being developed as the new Corporate Headquarters for the Alfred |. DuPont
Testamentary Trust. There are not any building located on remaining two
parcels.
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911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee

The 911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee (“the Committee”) is
comprised of representatives from the Planning and Development Department,
the Jacksonville Sheriff's Office, the Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department,
JEA, Building Inspection Division Office, Property Safety Division, Property
Appraiser’s Office, Information Technologies Division, United States Postal
Service, and Bell South. The focus of the Committee is to remedy existing
addressing deficiencies in an effort to promote better emergency response, to
coordinate with one another to promote consistency between all entities that
utilize addresses and to maximize the resources available to promote these
goals.

911 Emergency Addressing Advisory Committee Evaluation of Impacts:

The proposed street re-naming is consistent with the requirements identified
under Chapter 745.105 (e) (1) requiring that a street only be named after a
person who has achieved prominence as a result of his or her significant, positive
contribution to the United States of America and/or the local community and (2)
requiring that the person be deceased for at least 5 years. A name change to
recognize Alfred DuPont is appropriate along this segment of Forest Street due
to the direct physical relationship of this street segment to the new corporate
headquarters of the Alfred |. DuPont Testamentary Trust.

The proposed street name of Alfred DuPont Place is unique and would not be
confused with any other street names within the City of Jacksonville. The
proposed name can easily be identified within the various database systems that
are used by the City, JEA, and the U S Postal Service and would not present
opportunities for error by individuals who use these database systems.

The proposed name change does not present unreasonable hardships to the
property owners whose properties front along this segment of Forest Street.
Only two of the property owners along this road segment would be required to
change their address one of these property owners is responsible for initiating
this proposed street name change. Due to the timing of this name change the
impacts associated with these address changes would be minimal.

Consistent with Chapter 745 of the Jacksonville Ordinance Code on addressing and street
naming regulations, requests to rename streets require a review and recommendation from
the Jacksonville Historic Preservation Commission. In making a report and
recommendation, the Commission shall address the following criteria:

The origin of the street name

Any historical significance of the existing street name

Whether there are an historical structures or landmarks on the subject street

Whether existing street name is part of a common them of street names throughout the
community where such street is located

The age of the street name

Whether the street name is a duplicate street name

The two streets proposed for renaming are the following;

Exiting Street Name: Forest Street
Proposed Street Name: Alfred duPont Place
: Description of Change: The proposed renaming includes the

segment of Forest Street that extends southeast from Riverside
Avenue to Dead End at the St. Johns River.

Reason for Change: The new site for the Alfred I. duPont Trust Corporate Headquarters
is located on the segment of Forest Street that is included in this
proposed street name change. The duPont Foundation would like
to rename this segment of Forest Street in recognition of Alfred
duPont’s contributions to the Community.
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Existing Street Name: Venus Street
Proposed Street Name: Dr Roy M Baker Boulevard

Description of Change: The proposed renaming encompasses the entire length of Venus
Street that extends from 8™ Street to Venus-Mars Court.
Reason for Change: To honor and recognize Dr. Roy M. Baker

Report and Recommendation on Renaming Part of Forest Street.

The Forest Street is the traditional dividing line between the Riverside and Brooklyn Subdivision
that were initially platted in the late 1860s. However, the original plats did not depict a Forest
Street as a public right-of-way from Riverside Avenue towards the St. Johns River. In addition,
the 1913 Sanborn Map did not depict this section of Forest Street, which connects Riverside
Avenue with McCoy Creek Boulevard to the northwest. Pipes Replat to Riverside, which
included lots immediately to the west of this section of Forest Street, depicted this section of
Forest Street as a private alley. Fire Station #5, which is located immediately to the north,
predates this small section of street, and has always been more associated with Riverside

Avenue.

The Fire Department maintenance facility was located immediately behind Fire Station # 5 and
was accessed from Forest Street. However, this building has been demolished with plans to
remove Fire Station # 5. Other uses around this section of street are contemporary office
buildings or vacant parcels scheduled for redevelopment. Whatever historical context was
present on this section of Forest Street has been removed.

Therefore, it is the opinion of the Planning and Development Department that this section of
Forest Street from Riverside Avenue towards the St. Johns River has no significance as related to
the history of Brooklyn and Riverside and is not associated with any particular person or event
significant in local or state history. Changing the name of this section of Forest Street to honor
one of Jacksonville’s most noted citizens, Alfred I. duPont, would be an appropriate action,
particularly in light of its direct physical relationship to the new Alfred I. duPont Trust Corporate
headquarters. The many contributions of Alfred I and Mary Ball DuPont to Jacksonville and

Florida are legendary.
Report and Recommendation on Renaming Venus Street.

Running north from West 8" Street to Venus & Mars Court, Venus Street was platted as part of
the Highland Subdivision that dates to 1888. Originally this subdivision named its north-south
streets after planets such as Jupiter, Venus, Mars, and Mercury. Currently, only Venus and Mars
Streets have their original name. Located west across Hogans Creek from Springfield, the
Highlands Subdivision and the later Highland Heights and Reaves Addition were originally
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predominately residential in use, and became associated as part of the historic African-American
community called Sugar Hill. However, by the turn of the 20" century, the character of this area
began to change with the establishment of several significant medical facilities.

In 1914, St. Luke’s Hospital moved from its original site in East Jacksonville to a larger facility
constructed immediately to the east of Hogans Creek. Also founded in the 1870s in East
Jacksonville, the “Duval County Hospital and Asylum” relocated in the early 1920°to a new
facility at the southwest corner of North Jefferson Street and West 10™ Street. South of West 8%
Street, Brewster Hospital that served the African American population moved to a new facility
along North Jefferson Street in 1931. With the integration of medical facilities, Brewster
Hospital closed in 1966 to reopen in 1967 as the new Methodist Hospital.

Although St. Luke’s Hospital moved to a campus in South Jacksonville in more recent years,
Methodist Hospital and Duval Hospital (University Hospital) continued to expand in the area and
eventually merged to become Shands at Jacksonville. As medical related facilities expanded, the
area along both sides of West 8" Street began to loose its residential character which was also
impacted the construction of the Jacksonville Expressway (I-95) that physically divided the
neighborhood. Today, residences clustered only along both sides of North Davis Street north of
West 8™ Street with a large apartment complex located immediately north of the hospital
complex. Venus Street currently runs north through the hospital complex where it intersections
the Venus & Mars Court that define the apartment complex. The historical context of Venus
Street has been erased with hospital related expansion.

Therefore, it is the opinion of the Planning and Development Department that Venus Street has
no significance as related to the history of the surrounding community and is not associated with
any particular person or event significant in local or state history. Changing the name of Venus
Street to honor one of Jacksonville’s most noted physician would be an appropriate action in
light of his contribution to the medical professional, and its location next to UF & Shands at
Jacksonville. Below is the whereas clauses that are part of the draft legislation to change the
name of Venus Street to Dr. Roy M. Baker Boulevard. The whereas clauses provide a nice
summary of the many contributions that Dr. Baker made to Jacksonville. Please note that a.small
public access to the Emergency Room from Venus Street is also proposed for renaming as the

Dr. Roy M. Baker Way.

WHEREAS, the City finds that the late Dr. Roy M. Baker was born and raised in Jacksonville,
Florida, and after attaining specialties in adult and pediatric cardiology, returned to live and work

in Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, the late Dr. Roy M. Baker had a distinguished life; spending the betterment
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of his professional life caring for the citizens of Jacksonville, Florida, volunteering his time in
numerous civic and medical venues; and

WHEREAS, the late Dr. Roy M. Baker, during a critical time in the community,
provided medical leadership to develop the rescue service of Jacksonville Fire Department and
served as the first medical director teaching cardiac life-saving techniques to the first units of
Jacksonville’s firefighters as they practiced life-savings skills under Dr. Baker’s medical
supervision; and

WHEREAS, such life-saving techniques broug};t national recognition to Jacksonville in

1970 receiving the Reader’s Digest “Safest City in America to Have a Heart Attack”; and

thereafter served as a model for the nation and the world to emulate; and

WHEREAS, in 1971, the late Dr. Roy M. Baker served on the Duval County Medical
Authority and led the way to allowing better care for Jacksonville’s most needy as well as
financial stabilization for the City of Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, the late Dr. Roy M. Baker championed the establishment of the University
Medical Center in Jacksonville as the urban campus of the University of Florida School of
Medicine which currently operates Shands Hospital located on Eight Street; and

WHEREAS, the late Dr. Roy M. Baker was an inspirational community leader, worthy
and deserving of recognition through the creation of a roadway memorial marker in his memory;
