RESOLUTION 2008-350-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND CONGRATULATING MRS. BERTHA GRIFFIN ON THE OCCASION OF HER 102ND BIRTHDAY; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Bertha Griffin was born on May 8, 1906 and began her long career of involvement in the Christian Methodist Episcopal Church at the Rocky Mount C.M.E. Church in Reynolds, Georgia where she was a Sunday School teacher and member of the Stewardess Board; and


WHEREAS, Mrs. Griffin moved to Jacksonville with her husband and three daughters and joined the Holsey Temple C.M.E. Church in the early 1950s; and


WHEREAS, while a member of the Holsey Temple Church, Bertha Griffin has been an extremely active member in church affairs, both in Jacksonville and regionally, including serving as the church’s Sunday School Superintendent for more than 49 years, serving as a Class Leader, a member of Choir #1, and as President of the Jacksonville/Orlando District Stewardess Board; and 


WHEREAS, Bertha Griffin has devoted her life for over a century to her family and her church, inspiring generations of young church members through her teaching and example, and inspiring love and devotion in her extended family of 9 grandchildren, 21 great-grandchildren, and 4 great-great-grandchildren; and


WHEREAS, Mrs. Griffin’s lifetime of faith and love are an inspiration to all who know her and a tremendous blessing to her church and her community; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

That the City of Jacksonville hereby honors and congratulates Mrs. Bertha Griffin on the occasion of her 102nd birthday, and wishes her many more years of health, happiness and faith in the company of her adoring family and loving church.

Section 2.

Requesting Emergency Passage Pursuant to Council Rule 4.901 – Emergency. The sponsor is requesting emergency passage of this legislation.  The nature of the emergency is that the Council meeting of April 22, 2008 is the last opportunity to adopt the resolution prior to the celebration of Mrs. Griffin’s birthday on May 8th.
