L PROJECT DESCRIPTION

Eastern Imports PUD Is located at 552 Edgewood Avenue. The project is 8 redevelopment
plan for a 3,000 s.1. addition. It Is located on a .35 acre parcel on the SW Intersection of
Edgewood & Roselyn Street.

The existing use Is a warehouse bullding. 552 Edgewood Avenue is within the CCG-1
zoning designation and is surrounded by CCG-1 zoning Including light manufscturing and
commercial uses. The property abuts residential to the southwest. The redevelopment of
552 Edgewood Avenue Is proposed to construct an enclosed warehouse to replace
existing traller storage and facilitate loading and unloading during Inclement weather.

. USES AND RESTRICTIONS
A. Permitted Uses:

The current use Is a warehouse buliding.

(a) Permitted uses and structures.

(1) Commercial retail sales and service establishments

(2) Banks, Including drive-thru tellers, savings and loan institutions, and
similar uses.

The proposed use Is a redevelopment to replace external traller storage.

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2. Any request to deviate from these restrictions on the aggregate buliding area or uses
shall be evaluated through the PUD minor modification process with a revised Site
Plan to evaluate the intemnal and external compatibility of such proposed uses.

with a sign posted.

ICATION FOR PLANNED UNIT DEVEL TCLA ATION FOR THI
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The proposed project is consistent with the general purpose and intent of the City of
Jacksonville 2010 Comprehensive Plan and Land Use Regulations. The proposed project will
be beneficial to the surrounding neighborhood and community.

A. Is more efficient than wouid be possible through strict application of the Zoning Code?

The PUD would allow 8 successful business to replace existing trailer storage with an
enclosed structure. It will improve the sesthetic condition of the property and increase the
economic viability of Edgewood Avenue. The recently updated Zoning Code, as It pertains
to the CCG-1 zoning category, prohibits the current use of the property, causing It to be a
non-conforming use. The expansion of this use and overall redevelopment of this property
would require a change of zoning to CCG-2, allowing a more intense use of the site and
not in keeping with the surrounding uses..

B. is compatible with surrounding land uses and will improve the characteristics of the
surrounding area;

552 Edgewood Avenue is an existing use and continues to be a compatible use sfong
Edgewood Avenue. The expansion of the existing bullding sllows central storage and
removes unsightly storage trallers from the property.

C. Wil project promots the purposes of the City of Jacksonvilie 2010 Comprehensive Plan.

The proposed PUD furthers the policles of the Comprehensive Plan which seek to
encoursge commercial infili and redevelopment in appropriate areas. The project Is
located within a commercial zoning designation, along s major arterisl road and functions
as a part of a commercial corridor. The expansion of an economically viable business in
an existing commerclial area susteains an oider, established commerclal corridor, reduces
commercial blight and discourages the pattern of strip commercial development. Overall,
this redevelopment promotes the purpose of the City of Jacksonvliite 2010 Comprehensive
Plan, specifically the objectives and policies on redevelopment and the development of
commercial and industrial uses.

Not applicable. The PUD application is for commercilal use only.

D. Internal Compatibility/Vehicular Access.

Eastern imports PUD consists of one (1) parcel with two zoning districts: CCG-1 and

RLDG. The residentially zoned portion of land remains vacant while the structure located

on the CCG-1 portion of the property is expanded. The expansion of the current use has

no adverse Impacts on adfacent uses. Appropriate landscaping and buffer requirements
ensure compatibliity.

E. External Compatibility/Intensity of Development.

The pearcel has two zoning categories and the expansion will be entirely contained within

the CCG-1 zoning designation. The RLDG portion of the site will be left in its current state,
which is vacant.

There is no impact to wetlands, as none are located on the site.

There are no listed species found on the site.
Off-street Parking & Loading Requirements.
The project exceeds the parking requirements, as five (5) parking spaces exist on the site,

Including one (1) handicapped space. The current requirements for commercial uses,
including a warehouse, only require one (1) space per 5,000 square feet.

. Sidewalks, Tralls and Blkeways.

As noted on the Exhiblt, a 100’ sidewalk Is to be constructed along the property frontage
of Edgewood Ave and/or payment made into the sidewalk fund. A 50’sidewalk is to be
constructed on Talbot Avenue and/or payment made into the sidewalk fund. A 200’
sidewalk Is to be constructed along Roselyn Street and/or payment made into the sidewalk
fund.

Stormwater Retention.

The existing property has been exempt by the St. Johns River Water Management District
from additional stormwater retention for the property. The 3,000 s.1. addition is below the
permit threshold requirement. It is being constructed over an existing impervious surface
and with an Increase of zero; there Is no net increase in run ofY.

Utllities.
The site is currently served by public utllities, provided by JEA.
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
