AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE DEVELOPMENT ORDER FOR THE NORTHEAST QUADRANT OF DEERWOOD PARK DEVELOPMENT OF REGIONAL IMPACT (DRI), ORIGINALLY APPROVED BY RESOLUTION 74-1047-449, AS AMENDED BY RESOLUTIONS 86-716-304, 88-418-167, 88-1545-603, 89-775-259, 91-592-334, 92-904-179, 94-1318-435, 98-462-A, 2000-56-A, AND ORDINANCES 2004-592-E AND 2006-1101-E; SPECIFICALLY AMENDING THE DEVELOPMENT ORDER PURSUANT TO THE NOTIFICATION OF A PROPOSED CHANGE TO A PREVIOUSLY APPROVED DEVELOPMENT OF REGIONAL IMPACT (NOPC) FILED BY G.L. NATIONAL, INC., AND DATED MARCH 13, 2008, WHICH CHANGES ARE GENERALLY DESCRIBED AS INCREASING OFFICE DEVELOPMENT RIGHTS BY 126,053 SQUARE FEET; FINDING THAT THESE CHANGES DO NOT CONSTITUTE A SUBSTANTIAL DEVIATION FROM THE ORIGINALLY APPROVED DRI DEVELOPMENT ORDER, AS AMENDED; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Council adopted the Northeast Quadrant of Deerwood Park DRI Development Order by Resolution 74-1047-449, as amended by Resolutions 86-716-304, 88-418-167, 88-1545-603, 89-775-259, 91-592-334, 92-904-179, 94-1318-435, 98-462-A, 2000-56-A, and Ordinances 2004-592-E and 2006-1101-E; and

WHEREAS, G.L. National, Inc., has submitted an NOPC dated March 13, 2008 requesting certain changes to the Northeast Quadrant of Deerwood Park DRI Development Order; and


WHEREAS, the NOPC has been submitted to the appropriate state and local land planning agencies and has been reviewed by the Planning and Development Department; and


WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department has submitted recommendations concerning the proposed changes to the Northeast Quadrant of Deerwood Park DRI Development Order; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee has reviewed the NOPC and made its recommendation to Council; and


WHEREAS, the Northeast Florida Regional Council found that the proposed changes do not result in any additional adverse regional impacts and do not constitute a substantial deviation from the original DRI Development Order, as amended; and


WHEREAS, a public hearing was properly noticed and held by the Council pursuant to Section 380.06, Florida Statutes; and


WHEREAS, after such public hearing and in consideration of the recommendations made and submitted to the Council, the Council has made certain findings; now, therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The Development Order for the Northeast Quadrant of Deerwood Park DRI is amended to incorporate the proposed changes and modifications contained in the NOPC dated March 13, 2008 and attached hereto as Exhibit 1.

Section 2.

The Council finds that the changes set forth in the NOPC dated March 13, 2008 do not constitute a substantial deviation, as such term is defined in Section 380.06(19), Florida Statutes.
Section 3.

development rights from the original amount of 3,887,440 square feet of office, i.e. below the
10% cumulative substantial deviation statutory limitation. No other increases in any land use
have been requested for the project. The maximum amount of Office permitted in the Minimum-
Maximum table will not change. It is an increase of only 2% in external p.m. peak hour trips
wel] below the substantial deviation limitation of 15%. See attached letter regarding this matter
from Prosser Hallock.

Resolution No. 86-716-304) as amended by City of Jacksonville Resolution Nos. 88-
418-167, 88-1545-603, 89-775-259, 91-592-334, and 92-904-179, 94-1318-435, 98-462-
A, 2000-56-A, and Ordinances 2004-592-E, and 2006-1101-E all of which amend No.
74-1047-449. Resolution 86-716-304 is a substantial deviation to and supersedes the
original Development Order Resolution 74-1047-449.

A. Resolution 88-418-167 --

i Established the value of the right-of-way on Southside Boulevard
which was donated to DOT in the amount of $3,711,462.00, leaving a
fair share contribution remaining of $2,223,738.00.

ii. Reduced the amount of office square footage in Phase 1 which could
be occupied prior to the construction of J. Turner Butler Boulevard.
The purpose of the reduction of 200,000 square feet was to enable an
increase in the same amount to occur in Phase 1 of Deerwood Park,
(i.e. no net increase in impacts), in order to permit the building of the
American Express office building in Deerwood Park.

B. Resolution 88-1545-603 --

i. Approved a conversion factor for residential units, general office and
general commercial square footage with certain limitations.

ii. Established the definition of “construction completion date” for the J.
Turner Butler Interchange construction.

jii. Established a trapsportation improvements table solely for the
Northeast Quadrant. Previously the transportation improvements
table had included Northeast Quadrant and Deerwood Park.

We have evalualed the potential increase 1n external vehicles trips with regards to the proposed change to the
Northeast Quadrant Development of Regional Impact (DRI), as you requested It is our understanding. that
the Notice of Proposed Change (NOPC) includes a 126,053 SF mcrease 1in Office development rights. which
1s a 3 2% increase 1n the currently appioved Office development nights The currently approved Office
development rights are equal 10 3.887,440 SF, as stated m City of Jacksonville, Resolution 98-462-A

In order to assess the proposed change. we have calculated the project trips based on the existing land uses
and the proposed trips based on the same with ncrease in Office development rights The currently
approved development rights for all land uses results in a total of 7.035 external PM peak hour trips (see
Table 1) The proposed developments rights which include a 126,053 SF increase in Office results in a total
of 7,185 external PM peak hour trips (see Table 2)

Based on our traffic assessment of the proposed increase in Office land use we find the following

o There have been no previous increases in the projected external trips approved for the project.

¢« There 1s a potential increase of 150 external PM peak hour trips (Table 3),

o The increase represents a 2% increase in external trips (Table 3), and

e The 2% increase in external vehicle trnips generated by the proposed development 1s well below the
substantial deviation threshold of a 15% increase, as stated 1n Section 380 06(19)(a)(13) Florida Stztutes
