WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department reviewed the proposed revision and application, held a public information workshop on this proposed amendment to the 2010 Comprehensive Plan, with due public notice having been provided, and having reviewed and considered all comments received during the public workshop, has prepared a written report and rendered an advisory recommendation to the Council with respect to this proposed amendment; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission, acting as the Local Planning Agency (LPA), held a public hearing on this proposed amendment, with due public notice having been provided, reviewed and considered all comments received during the public hearing and made its recommendation to the City Council; and

Subject Property Location and Description.  The approximately 13.65 acres of land are located in Council District 10 at 6199 Soutel Drive, between Old Kings Road and U.S. 1 (R. E. No. 029910-0000), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1 and graphically depicted in Exhibit 2, both of which are attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (Subject Property).
