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Brief Biography of
George K. Davenport

Education: Graduated 1n 1959 from Lehigh University in Bethlehem PA and two years later from Long
Island University with a back-to-back BA/BS in Industrial Engineering and English Literature: Went on to
obtain graduate degrees from Georgia State University in Carrolton, GA, and a ScD in 1978 from the
prestigious Albert Einstein Institute for Aeronautics and Astronautics at Princeton NJ.

He has University level teaching credentials in Florida and a Lifetime Adjunct Professor certificate in
California He has taught and lectured extensively in Colleges and Universities throughout North America
on such subjects as mathematics, reliability engineering, the development of computers and the history of
science

He has also been a featured speaker for, among others, the Society of American Military Engineers
(SAME), The Society of Logistics Engineers (SOLE), The American Metallurgical Association (AMA),
and his own special interest group the American Institute for Aeronautics and Astronautics (AIAA). As an
aside Mr. Davenport was a charter member of the American Rocket Society (ARS) which became the
ATAA.

He regrets that the bulk of his scientific and engineering work will remain classified due to the programs in
which he was involved; such disciplines as inertial navigation systems, propellant formulations, ballistic
calculations, hard site installations and other space and missile defense projects. His experience includes
both solid and liquid rocket motors. His favorite title is “Chief Engineer” and he was the chief engineer 1n
charge of all the ground support equipment for the NASA Apollo Project at Cape Kennedy.

He subsequently joined Sperry-Univac for the installation and development of very large scale computer
systems both for the aerospace and energy industries.

George has written and published many journals, papers, books and articles relating to aerospace and
computer technology, and he 1s credited with the creation of a new mathematical operation and symbol for
specific use in the calculation of complex variables in probability and statistics; and he developed new
techniques for the computation of “Systems’ Availability, Reliability and Maintainability” based on these
mathematical advances. He has been listed in “Who’s Who in the World.”

George met Phyllis in 1963 while they were both in California working for the Autonetics division of North
American Aviation They are married for 43 years and have a son and a daughter, both of whom graduated
from FSU. You probably have heard of Dee Davenport, a popular radio personality with the WROO the
country rooster station here in Jacksonville; and your home mortgage was more than likely processed by
software networked by Chris Davenport with MortgageFlex Systems. They have two children each, giving
George and Phyllis four wonderful grandchildren.

Among other things, he i1s an accomplished singer and musician, playing drums, clarinet, sax, piano, organ,
bodhran, celtic harp and more.

For many years George has been a student of antiquities and has become an authority on ancient
engineering — Maya, Egyptian, Toltec, Roman etc. “How did they do that!”. He has given many talks and
lectures on this subject.

On his social side, George is a 32° Mason and Shriner; an ordained Elder in the Presbyterian Church, A life
member of Safari Club International and the National Skeet Shooting Association And, of course, he is a
member of MENSA with a certified IQ of 189
