Introduced by the Council President at the request of the Mayor:
ORDINANCE 2008-454-E
AN ORDINANCE APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE, A LICENSE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND THE POLICE ATHLETIC LEAGUE OF JACKSONVILLE, INC. (“LICENSEE”) FOR PRIMARY USE OF THE MALLISON COMMUNITY CENTER, AT 441 DAY AVENUE IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 9, FOR THE PURPOSE OF LICENSEE’S PROVIDING AFTER SCHOOL, SUMMER CAMP AND SPORTS PROGRAMS FOR CHILDREN, SAID LICENSE AGREEMENT BEING FOR A TERM OF THREE (3) YEARS WITH THREE (3) THREE-YEAR RENEWAL OPTIONS, AT $1.00 PER YEAR; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF RECREATION AND COMMUNITY SERVICES; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

License Agreement Approved.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute and deliver, that certain License Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and the Police Athletic League, Inc., in substantially the same form as is on file with the Legislative Services Division. Said License Agreement is for a term of three years, with three (3) three-year renewal options, at $1.00 per year.

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the License Agreement is to allow the Police Athletic League, Inc. to use the Mallison Community Center at 441 Day Avenue, in Council District 9, to provide after school, summer camp and sports programs for children.

Section 3.

Oversight Department.
The Department of Recreation and Community Services shall oversee the project described herein.   
Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
