LAND USE AND ZONING COMMITTEE AMENDMENT

The Land Use and Zoning Committee offers its first amendment to File No. 2008-473:
(1) On page 1, line 6, after “(Zoning Code)” strike the remaining portions of line 6 and lines 7-12 in their entirety and line 13 through “Ordinance Code,”; 
(2) On page 1, line 22, after “by” delete “non-transferable”;

(3) On page 1, line 23, after “in the” delete “neighborhood”;
(4) On page 1, line 23, before “zoning” insert “neighborhood”;
(5) On page 1, lines 29-31, page 2, lines 1-30, strike Section 1 in its entirety;

(6) Renumber the remaining sections;

(7) On page 4, line 10, before “Car Washes” insert “Automated”;

(8) On page 5, page 1, after “(ii)” insert “Automated”;

(9) On page 5, strike lines 3-7 in their entirety and replace with 

“1.
The automated car wash shall be limited to three vacuum stations.
2. The automated care wash shall be contiguous to a street classified as minor arterial or higher classification, as designated on the Functional Highway Classification Map of the Comprehensive Plan.
3. The entrance and exit bay shall be oriented away from any residentially zoned property.

4. A fifteen (15’) foot wide buffer meeting the requirements of Section 656.1216 of the Zoning Code shall be provided between the property and any institutional use, office use, or any residentially zoned property or residential use.
5. The hours of operation shall be limited to 7:00 a.m. to 10:00 p.m.

6. Lighting shall be designed and installed so as to prevent glare or excessive light on adjacent property.  No sources of illumination shall be allowed if such source of illumination would be visible from a residentially-zoned district to the extent that it interferes with the residential use of that area.”;
(10) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.
