BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
Section 1.

Section 656.312 (Neighborhood Commercial Category); Subpart C (Commercial Use Categories and Zoning Districts); Part 3 (Schedule of District Regulations); Chapter 656 (Zoning Code); Ordinance Code, is hereby amended as follows:

Sec. 656.312. Neighborhood Commercial Category.  


This category permits retail uses, office commercial uses and services establishments which serve the daily needs of contiguous residential neighborhoods. Neighborhood commercial sites should abut a roadway classified as a collector or higher facility on the adopted Functional Highway Classification Map. Sites with two or more property boundaries on transportation rights-of-way will be considered preferred locations for neighborhood serving uses.

The following primary and secondary zoning districts may be considered in the Neighborhood Commercial Category depicted on the Future Land Use Maps of the Comprehensive Plan.

A.   Primary zoning districts.  The primary zoning districts shall include the following:  

(1)   Commercial Office (CO); Section 656.311.

(2)   Commercial Neighborhood (CN); Section 656.312.

These districts allow neighborhood commercial uses which include convenience goods, personal services, and other low intensity retail and office uses developed in freestanding or shopping center configurations. Normally, such shopping centers will be anchored by a food and/or drug store and will contain other supporting retail and office uses.

Section 656.401 (Performance standards and development criteria); Subpart A (Performance standards and development criteria); Part 4 (Supplementary Regulations); Chapter 656 (Zoning Code); Ordinance Code, is hereby amended as follows:

SUBPART A
PERFORMANCE STANDARDS AND DEVELOPMENT CRITERIA
Sec. 656.401.  Performance standards and development criteria.  

It is the intent of the City of Jacksonville that these supplementary regulation standards and criteria be read in addition to, rather than in lieu of, any other requirement in this Chapter. The following uses, whether permitted or permissible by exception, must meet the criteria listed under each use as a prerequisite for further consideration under this Zoning Code.

(ah) Private helicopter landing sites.

 (ii)  Automated Car Washes.

1.
The automated car wash shall be limited to three vacuum stations.
2. The automated car wash shall be contiguous to a street classified as minor arterial or higher classification, as designated on the Functional Highway Classification Map of Comprehensive Plan.

3. The entrance and exit bay shall be oriented away from any residentially zoned property.

4. A fifteen (15’) foot wide buffer meeting Section 656.1216 of the Zoning Code shall be provided between the property and any institutional use, office use, or any residentially zoned property or residential use.

5. The hours of operation shall be limited to 7:00 a.m. to 10:00 p.m.

6.
Lighting shall be so designed and installed so as to prevent glare or excessive light on adjacent property.  No sources of illumination shall be allowed if such source of illumination would be visible from a residentially-zoned district to the extent that it interferes with the residential use of that area.  
Section 3.

The Legislative Services Division is hereby directed to forward a copy of this enacted ordinance to the Municipal Code Corporation for codification in the City of Jacksonville Ordinance Code.  Since the City Council may enact several separate ordinances regarding Chapter 656 at the recommendation of the Special Committee on the Zoning Code Rewrite, the Municipal Code Corporation is hereby authorized to make modifications and corrections to numbering and lettering within Chapter 656 to ensure internal consistency and effective organization.
Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
