A RESOLUTION HONORING AND CONGRATULATING THE WILLAM M. RAINES SENIOR HIGH SCHOOL GIRLS TRACK AND FIELD TEAM ON WINNING THE STATE CLASS 2A TRACK AND FIELD CHAMPIONSHIP; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the William M. Raines Senior High School girls track and field team recently won the State Class 2A championship in dominating fashion; and


WHEREAS, the Lady Vikings began their run to the championship with a convincing 38.5 point victory over Bishop Kenny in the Class 2A District 4 meet at the Bolles School on April 10th, winning 6 events; and

WHEREAS, Head Coach Lewis James, Assistant Coach Letitia Silas     and the ladies of the team, particularly Sonnisha Williams, Letticia Etti, Tralanda Todd, Shakira Williams, Quiana Neal, Briana Westbrook, Brianna Frazier, and Jessica Williams who all scored points toward the team total in the championship meet, deserve recognition and congratulations for their outstanding performance and for their hard work and dedication to their sport; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

That the City of Jacksonville hereby honors and congratulates the William M. Raines Senior High School Lady Vikings track and field team for their outstanding achievement in winning the Florida Class 2A girls track and field championship, and expresses its gratitude for the pride and excitement the team’s accomplishment has brought to the city.
