AN ORDINANCE DECLARING CERTAIN TAX REVERTED PARCELS OF REAL PROPERTY (RE ## 088894-0000, 088895-0000 AND 088896-0000) IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 8 TO BE SURPLUS TO THE NEEDS OF THE CITY; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO CONVEY SAID PARCELS OF REAL PROPERTY TO NORTHWEST JACKSONVILLE COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION, A FLORIDA NON-PROFIT CORPORATION, AT NO COST, FOR CONSTRUCTION OF COMMERCIAL DEVELOPMENT AND COMMUNITY SERVICES FACILITIES; WAIVING THE PROVISIONS OF SECTION 122.423 (APPRAISAL AT OR BELOW  $25,000), ORDINANCE CODE, SO AS TO ALLOW CONVEYANCE OF SAID PARCELS OF REAL PROPERTY TO NORTHWEST JACKSONVILLE COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION AT NO COST; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Declaration of Surplus.

The City hereby declares those certain tax reverted parcels of real property (RE ## 088894-0000, 088895-0000 and 088896-0000) in Council District 8, as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (the “Subject Property”), to be surplus to the needs of the City of Jacksonville.  A copy of the certificate from the Chief of Real Estate for the surplus of real property, required by Rule 3.102 (Preparation of Bills) is attached hereto as Exhibit 2. 

Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of this ordinance is to convey the Subject Property to Northwest Jacksonville Community Development Corporation at no cost for the construction of commercial development and community services facilities.

Section 3.

Waiver of Section 122.423, Ordinance Code, and disposition authorized.
The provisions of Section 122.423, (Appraisal at or below $25,000) of Chapter 122, Ordinance Code, are hereby waived so as to allow conveyance of the Subject Property to Northwest Jacksonville Community Development Corporation at no cost.  The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are authorized to execute all documents necessary to convey the Subject Property to Northwest Jacksonville Community Development Corporation at no cost for the purpose of constructing commercial development and community services facilities.

Section 4.

Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
