Section 1.

The Council hereby reappoints Thomas L. Grimes to the Industrial Technical Advisory Committee, pursuant to Chapter 30, Part 7, Ordinance Code, as a Commercial Property Owner, for a first full two-year term expiring June 30, 2010.

Mr. Thomas Grimes, a resident of Nassau County, is and has been the owner of The Grimes Companies in Jacksonville since 1972.  The Council hereby finds Mr. Grimes has substantial business interest within Duval County to satisfy residency requirements in Section 50.102(b), Ordinance Code, requiring a member of the board or commission be a resident of Duval County or maintain substantial economic business interest or substantial philanthropic interest as determined by City Council within Duval County.
