A RESOLUTION RECOGNIZING AND HONORING CAROLINE M. RADEMACHER, PRINCIPAL OF LORETTO ELEMENTARY SCHOOL, UPON THE OCCASION OF HER RETIREMENT FROM THE DUVAL COUNTY PUBLIC SCHOOL SYSTEM; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Caroline M. Rademacher always knew she wanted to teach, and she graduated from Indiana State University in 1968 with a degree in elementary education and a minor in early childhood development, additionally earning a master’s degree in educational leadership from the University of North Florida in 1981; and


WHEREAS, Ms. Rademacher’s first employment as a teacher was in 1968 at Pickett Elementary School in Jacksonville, and, except for a few short years in the early 1970’s when she returned to Indiana, she remained in the Duval County Public School System for most of her career, quickly advancing from teaching, to assistant principal, to principal in recognition of her superior professional skills and caring, dedicated leadership while serving at various elementary schools such as San Mateo Elementary, North Shore Elementary, and Garden City Elementary; and


WHEREAS, Ms. Rademacher was named principal of Loretto Elementary School in 1994, from which position she will retire at the end of June, 2008, after earning the utmost respect and sincere admiration of students, parents, and faculty while making many wonderful memories for herself and the numerous other lives she touched; and


WHEREAS, Caroline M. Rademacher is worthy of emulation and honor for her vocational faithfulness and diligence on behalf of Jacksonville and its youngest citizens, bestowing a challenging and inspiring legacy of excellence on our community; now, therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

The City Council does hereby recognize and honor Caroline M. Rademacher, Principal of Loretto Elementary School, upon the occasion of her retirement from the Duval County Public School System after forty years in the field of education, of which thirty-seven years were in Duval County.
