RESOLUTION 2008-602-A
A RESOLUTION RECOGNIZING AND COMMENDING THE DESIGNATION BY THE FLORIDA LEGISLATURE OF STATE ROADWAYS IN JACKSONVILLE IN HONOR OF JOHN E. ANDREWS, REV. GEORGE MATHEWS, ANGELA WEBB HAMMONDS, ELDER WILLIE FAUST, ROY WILLIS AND JAMES H. ARGRETT, SR.; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, John E. Andrews was one of Jacksonville’s most dedicated health facility administrators, serving as the CEO for the NBA Florida Christian Center, a major Jacksonville nursing home complex; and


WHEREAS, Rev. George Mathews was an inspirational community leader who served as a distinguished pastor to worshipers in North Florida and South Georgia for over 40 years; and


WHEREAS, Angela Webb Hammonds was a dynamic leader who served distinguished terms as Chief Steward and President of the Northeast Florida Area Local of the American Postal Workers Union; and 


WHEREAS, Elder Willie Faust was a renowned leader in the religious and civic communities who was instrumental in the growth and development of many of the largest ministries in Jacksonville; and


WHEREAS, Roy Willis served in the U.S. Army in World War 2 and in Korea before becoming a small business owner and being in the vanguard of self-employed African American business owners in Jacksonville in the 1960s; and


WHEREAS, James H. Argrett, Sr. was a teacher and principal in the Duval County School System and a community leader for more than 35 years; and

WEREAS, the Florida Legislature has recognized and honored the contributions of these notable citizens to Jacksonville’s history by designating portions of state roadways in their honor via Senate Bill 1604 passed in the 2008 Florida Legislature; and


WHEREAS, the City wishes to add its own recognition and commendation of the lives of these citizens; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

That the City of Jacksonville hereby recognizes and commends the designation by the Florida Legislature of the following state roadway segments in honor of notable Jacksonville citizens:
1) the portion of Edgewood Avenue between Beaver Street and Roosevelt Boulevard as “John E. Andrews Boulevard,”

2) the portion of Wilson Boulevard between I-295 South and Old Middleburg Road as “George Mathews Boulevard,”

3) the portion of New Kings Road between Davis Street and Myrtle Avenue as “Angela Webb Hammonds Boulevard,”

4) the portion of Martin Luther King, Jr. Boulevard between Myrtle Avenue and Moncrief Road as “Willie F. Faust Boulevard,” 
5) the portion of Beaver Street between Myrtle Avenue and Tyler Street as “Roy Willis Street,” and
6) the portion of Edgewood Avenue West between Avenue B and Moncrief Road as “James H. Agrett, Sr. Avenue.”


Section 2.

Requesting Emergency Passage Pursuant to Council Rule 4.901 – Emergency. The sponsor is requesting emergency passage of this legislation.  The nature of the emergency is that the dedication ceremony for one of the roadways will take place on July 26th, leaving the Council meeting of July 22nd as the last opportunity to adopt the resolution prior to the ceremony.
Section 3. Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
