LAND USE AND ZONING COMMITTEE AMENDMENT
The Land Use and Zoning Committee offers the following first amendment to File No. 2008-720:
(1) On page 3, line 14 ½ insert a new Section 4 to read as follows:

“Section 4.
Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following conditions:

(a) 
Development shall proceed in accordance with the Development Services Division Memorandum dated August 27, 2008, or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development Department and FDOT.

(b)
Property identification signage shall be limited to one internally or externally illuminated monument sign not exceeding 150 square feet in area and 20 feet in height.  The monument sign shall be at least 200 feet from the north residential property line.  Wall signs shall not exceed 10 percent of the occupancy frontage or respective side of the building abutting a public right-of-way.  Total sign area on the site shall not exceed that area otherwise allowed by the Zoning Code.

(c)
Buffer trees along the north property line shall be three-inch minimum caliper.  Existing trees along the north property line and extending 60 feet into the property, shall remain undisturbed. The property shall otherwise be subject to, and be in compliance with, all provisions of the Zoning Code, including Part 6 regarding parking and Part 12 regarding landscaping and tree protection.”; and

Renumber the remaining Sections; and

(3)
Amend the introduction line to reflect this Amendment.
