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ORDINANCE 2008-720
AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 3.84 ACRES OF LAND LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 10 IN THE 6900 BLOCK OF OLD KINGS ROAD BETWEEN TINA STREET AND BARNEY ROAD AND OWNED BY RAINEY DANIELLE WELCH, AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, FROM RESIDENTIAL LOW DENSITY-G (RLD-G) DISTRICT TO PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (PUD) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, TO PERMIT COMMERCIAL USES, AS DESCRIBED IN THE WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE OLD KINGS ROAD PUD, PURSUANT TO FUTURE LAND USE MAP SERIES (FLUMS) SMALL-SCALE AMENDMENT APPLICATION NUMBER 2007C-071; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville adopted a small-scale land use amendment to the 2010 Comprehensive Plan for the purpose of revising portions of the Future Land Use Map series (FLUMs) in order to ensure the accuracy and internal consistency of the plan, pursuant to application 2007C-071 and companion land use Ordinance 2008-719; and

WHEREAS, in order to ensure consistency of zoning district with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan and the adopted companion small-scale land use amendment 2007C-071, an application to rezone and reclassify from Residential Low Density-G (RLD-G) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District was filed by Alberta Hipps on behalf of Rainey Danielle Welch, the owner of approximately 3.84 acres of certain real property in Council District 10, as more particularly described in Section 1 and referenced therein as the "Subject Property"; and

WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department, in order to ensure consistency of this zoning district with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan, has considered the rezoning and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning (LUZ) Committee after due notice held a public hearing and made its recommendation to the Council; and 

WHEREAS, the City Council after due notice held a public hearing, taking into consideration the above recommendations as well as all oral and written comments received during the public hearings, the Council finds that such rezoning is consistent with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan adopted under the comprehensive planning ordinance for future development of the City of Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds that the proposed PUD does not affect adversely the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not affect adversely the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and the proposed PUD will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code of the City of Jacksonville; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Subject Property Location and Description.  The approximately 3.84 acres of land (R. E. No. 003533-0000) are located in Council District 10 in the 6900 block of Old Kings Road between Tina Street and Barney Road, as more particularly described in Exhibit 1 and graphically depicted in Exhibit 2, both of which are attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (Subject Property).

Section 2.

Owner and Applicant Description.  The Subject Property is owned by Rainey Danielle Welch.  The applicant listed in the application is Alberta Hipps, with an address of 1650 Margaret Street, Suite #323, Jacksonville, Florida 32204 and a telephone number of (904) 781-2654.

Section 3.

Property Rezoned.  The Subject Property, pursuant to adopted companion small-scale land use amendment application 2007C-071, is hereby rezoned and reclassified from Residential Low Density-G (RLD-G) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, subject to the written description dated November 28, 2007 and the site plan dated October 17, 2007 for the Old Kings Road PUD, both attached hereto as Exhibit 3.  The PUD District for the Subject Property shall generally permit commercial uses, all as more specifically shown and described in the Old Kings Road PUD’s written description and site plan.

Section 4.

Contingency.  This ordinance shall not become effective until 31 days after adoption of the companion small-scale land use amendment unless challenged by the state land planning agency; and further provided that if the companion small-scale land use amendment is challenged by the state land planning agency, this rezoning shall not become effective until the state land planning agency or the Administration Commission issues a final order determining the companion small-scale land use amendment is in compliance with Chapter 163, Florida Statutes.
Section 5.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.

. PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The applicant seeks to rezone 3.837 acres on the Westside of Old Kings Rd. North
located in the 6900 block between Tina Street and Bamey Road. The property is
currently vacant. Surrounding uses include a Jacksonville Electric Authority (JEA)
substation, which is contiguous to the south, vacant land to the north and single family
residential homes. The property has a historical use as a fuel oil company with above
ground storage tanks, outside storage and office facilities for the fuel oil service.

II. USES AND RESTRICTIONS
A. Permitted Uses:

The applicant is requesting permitted uses to repair frailers within a fully enclosed
building as noted on the site plan. A business office used exclusively in the applicant’s
operation will be a part of the building. No retail sales of any kind will be permitted as a
part of the operation.

B. Restrictions on Uses:

1. Dumpswts,-pmpanetanksandsimﬂ&appmtenanmwiﬂbescreenedﬁom
any roadways by landscaping or opaque fencing which is aesthetically
compatible with other structures located, or to be located, on the Property.

2. Any request to deviate from these restrictions on the aggregate building area
or uses shall be evaluated through the PUD minor modification process with a

revised Site Plan to evaluate the intemmal and external compatibility of such
pmposedusw.

3. Time/days of operation for the businm shall be limited to between 7:30am to
5:30pm five days a week (Monday through Friday).
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ill._DESIGN GUIDELINES
A. Lot Requirements:
(1) Minimum lot area: 3.837 acres
(2) Minimum lot width: 245.76 feet
(3) Maximum lot coverage: 35%
(4) Minimum front yard: 250 feet set back from Old Kings Road North

(5) Minimum side yard: 60" on the North Side
50’ on the South Side

(6) Minimum rear yard: 250 feet from the West (back) property line
(7) Maximum height of structures: 35 feet
B. Ingress, Egress and Circulation:

(1) Parking Requirements. The parking requirements for this development shall
be consistent with the requirements of Part 6 of the Zoning Code.

(2) Vehicular Access.

a.  Vehicular access to the Property shall be by way of Old Kings Road
North as shown in the Site Plan by a 30 foot driveway as shown on the
site plan. This vehicular access for the property has been used
consistently over the years for the previous fuel oil service vehicular
access which included numerous large tanker trucks.

(3) Concurrency.
An application has been processed through the City of Jacksonville
Concurrency Management System Office (CMSO) with CCAS
# 51835.

(3) Pedestrian Access.

a.  Pedestrian access shall be provided by compliance with the code.
There is currently a sidewalk in place along Old Kings Road in front

of the property.
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C. Signage:
Signage shall be permitted as per the criteria listed in the IL zoning category.

D. Landscaping:

The Property shall be developed in accordance with Part 12 Landscape
Regulations of the Zoning Code. In addition, the applicant will erect a six foot
(6°) chain link fence along the northern boundary adjacent to the vacant lot which
is adjacent to the residential zoned property at the corner of Barney Road and Old
Kings Road. This fencing will be made 85% opaque with either slats inserted or
opaque material.

E. Utilities

Septic and Well will be provided by the applicant in accordance with local and
state regulations. Electricity will be provided by the Jacksonville Electric
Authority (JEA).

F. Wetlands

Wetlands will be permitted according to local, state and federal requirements.

. JUSTIFICATION FOR PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT CLASSIFICATION
FOR THIS PROJECT

The proposed project is consistent with the general purpose and intent of the City of
Jacksonville 2010 Comprehensive Plan and Land Use Regulations. The proposed
project will be beneficial to the surrounding neighborhood and community and is a
continuation of the subject property’s original use as a fuel oil service company with
above ground outside storage tanks that was in operation 24 hours daily. The
proposed use incorporates the historical aspects of the property but limits the hours of
operation. Additionally, major considerations for compatibility with the neighborhood
have been given with significant front yard and side yard setbacks (greater than
existing code) and construction of a chain link, six foot (6°), 85% opaque fence with
landscaping along the northerly property line. Neighborhood compatible hours of
operation and lighting requirements have been addressed in the application. The site
plan as submitted was reviewed by the Picketville Community Association in their
monthly meeting on November 12, 2007. Discussion was held and questions
answered by the property owner applicant and a approval/support recommendation
was made in the form of a motion, seconded and voted unanimously for approval. A
letter verifying this support is being readied by the President of the organization at the
time of submittal of this application.
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Vi. PUD REVIEW CRITERIA

A. Consistency with Comprehensive Plan.
The proposed PUD does not affect the health and safety of residents of the area;
will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of
the adjacent properties (one of which is a JEA sub-station) and the proposed PUD
will accomplish the objectives and the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit
Development) of the zoning code of the City of Jacksonville.

B. Consistency with the Concurrency Management System. The Property will be
developed in accordance with the rules of the City of Jacksonville Concurrency
Management System Office (CMSO). An application has been processed through
the City of Jacksonville Concurrency Management System Office (CMSO) with
CCAS #51835.

C. Internal/External Compatibility/Vehicular Access.
Vehicular access to the Property shall be by way of Old Kings Road North as
shown in the Site Plan by a 30 foot driveway as shown on the site plan. This
vehicular access for the property has been used consistently over the years for the
previous fuel oil service vehicular access which included numerous large tanker
trucks.

D. Impact on Wetlands.
Wetlands will be permitted according to local, state and federal requirements.

F. Listed Species Regulations
There are no known species involved with the property.

G. Off-Street Parking & Loading Requirements.
The parking requirements for this development shall be consistent with the
requirements of Part 6 of the Zoning Code.

H. Sidewalks, Trails, and Bikeways.
Pedestrian access shall be provided by compliance with the code. There is
currently a sidewalk in place along Old Kings Road in front of the property.

1. Stormwater Retention.
Stormwater retention will be handled in accordance with local, state and federal
regulations.

J. Utilities.
Septic and Well will be provided by the applicant in accordance with local and
state regulations. Electricity will be provided by the Jacksonville Electric
Authority (JEA).
