Bill Summary: This ordinance appropriates $70,000 from the Handicapped Parking Trust Fund to the Military Affairs, Veterans and Disabled Services Division of the Department of Recreation and Community Services to provide funding for ongoing miscellaneous and emergency client assistance to persons with disabilities, including, but not limited to, interpreting services, parking citation class, smoke detectors for the hearing impaired, wheelchair repairs, construction of wheelchair ramps and home modification, as initiated by B.T. 08-168.  The bill provides a carryover of funds to Fiscal Year 2008-2009 and requires the department to provide a report to the Council Auditors by November 30, 2008, and every six months thereafter.
Background: The ordinance appropriate funds for the sponsorship of various community activities for people with disabilities, to improve accessibility awareness and the quality of life for persons with disabilities in the County.  Most of the clients are either low-income or no income persons.
