$2500 Emergency Assistance: These funds will be used to assist clients with disabilities in
emergency situations such as electrical assistance, transportation, etc.

$2500 Parking Citations and Envelopes: These funds will be used to purchase citations for the
Disabled Services Auxiliary Parking Enforcement Specialists (Parking Posse).

$1000 ACME Striping: These funds are utilized to provide signs & striping for disabled
parking spaces for businesses and city agencies.

$5000 Interpreting Services: These funds are used to acquire interpreting services for the
hearing impaired as required by law.

$2500 Radio Reading: To purchase radio receivers for the Radio Reading Service Program
which broadcasts to the visual & print impaired.

$5000 World Congress on Disabilities Conference: To provide assistance and promotion of the
World Congress Conference Expo for persons with disabilities coming to Jacksonville in
November 2008.

$6000 Other Miscellaneous Services & Items: These funds will be used to support and
sponsor community activities and events as they arise. For example: uniforms for Miracle
League, smoke detectors for the Hearing impaired, Dinner with Bill, etc.

$9500 Food: $1500 for parking posse graduation and on-going quarterly training, etc.
$8000 for spirit of ADA education awareness and luncheon to be held at the Jacksonville Zoo
for up 700 guest with disabilities.
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
