Bill Summary: The bill amends the Capital Improvements Element of the 2010 Comprehensive Plan to revise portions of the text relating to the concurrency management system.  The amendments to Objectives 1.3, 1.5, 1.6 and 1.7 insert language recognizing fair share contracts as part of the Concurrency Management System and requiring the City to prioritize public expenditures on infrastructure to achieve public policy goals.  Projects listed in the Capital Improvements Element for the planning period beyond 2012 are collectively identified as the “Long-Term Concurrency Management System.”  The element is also amended to provide for the adoption of a level of service standard for schools in addition to the other existing LOS standards for roads, potable water, sanitary sewer, solid waste, drainage, etc.
Background Information: The bill conforms the Comprehensive Plan to state law provisions in Section 163.3180(11) and Section 163.318(16), F.S. regarding concurrency requirements, including the recent addition of schools as an infrastructure element subject to concurrency testing.
