ORDINANCE 2008-815-E
AN ORDINANCE RENAMING TRAYMORE PARK, LOCATED AT 2564 ATLANTIC BOULEVARD, (CORNER OF ATLANTIC BOULEVARD AND TRAYMORE ROAD)  JACKSONVILLE, FLORIDA 32207, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 4, TO “ST. NICHOLAS TRAIN STATION PARK”; PROVIDING FOR THE CITY’S DEPARTMENT OF PARKS, RECREATIONS, ENTERTAINMENT & CONSERVATION TO OVERSEE THE MAKING OF ALL CHANGES NECESSARY TO EFFECT THE RENAMING; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

 

WHEREAS, in 1940, Brown Whatley and Joseph Davin, who aided in the development of San Marco and St. Nicholas, donated the piece of land to the City which became known as Traymore Park; and 

WHEREAS, once train service from South Jacksonville to the Beaches was offered by the Florida East Coast Railway, the train depot was built in St. Nicholas less than a mile east of its current location at Traymore Park.  The train depot served the St. Nicholas community until the early 1930's; and   

WHEREAS, a St. Nicholas property owner approached the St. Nicholas Area Preservation (SNAP) Neighborhood Association about relocating the train station to Traymore Park, and in 2004 the train station was relocated to the park; and  


WHEREAS, the neighborhood has supported the renovation of the train station, and with the help of the St. Nicholas Business Association (SNBA) and SNAP,  spending nearly $28,000 on renovation and rehabilitations to the train depot and restoring to its original appearance; and   

WHEREAS, the neighborhood has begun to coalesce around the train station and park, holding events such as 'A Jolly Christmas in St. Nick' with Santa Claus to raise money and awareness of the organization and its community endeavors.  The business association has spoken about having the train station be a community center where meetings and other events could be held; and

WHEREAS, many residents refer to the park as the Train Station park as opposed to Traymore Park which merely reflects the street on which it is located; 
WHEREAS, the Council finds that the renaming of Traymore Park to “St. Nicholas Train Station Park” is a just and appropriate action to take, and is supported by the local community and fosters a Council goal of leveraging and encouraging public and private partnerships; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Traymore Park located at 2564 Atlantic Boulevard (corner of Atlantic Boulevard & Traymore Rd.), Jacksonville, FL 32207, in Council District 4, is hereby renamed the “St. Nicholas Train Station Park” in recognition of Historic Train station which now calls the park home, and the community identity that has been foster there through. The City’s Department of Recreation and Community Services shall oversee the making of all changes necessary to effect the renaming provided for in this resolution.


Section 2.

Effective Date.

This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
