Bill Summary: This ordinance appropriates $335,610.84 ($135,610.84 from the Florida Department of Environmental Protection through the Florida Recreation Development Assistance Program (FRDAP) AND $200,000 IN City matching funds from the Reserve for Federal Programs account) to fund development of Yancey Park in Council District 8, as initiated by B.T. 08-174; provides a carryover of funds to subsequent fiscal years; approves and authorizes the Mayor and Corporation Secretary to execute a FRDAP Grant Award Agreement  for the Yancey Park Project between the City of Jacksonville and the Florida Department of Environmental Protection.  The ordinance amends the 2008-2013 five-year Capital Improvement Program, approved by Ordinance 2008-555-E, to add funding to the existing scope of the “Yancey Park” project.  The ordinance provides for oversight of the project by the Department of Recreation and Community Services.
Background:  The Yancey Park project, funded by this appropriation, entails renovations of the park.  The renovations include a basketball court, a Little League baseball diamond and restroom and picnic facilities.
Policy Impact: Parks; Recreation and Community Services Department

Fiscal Impact: This ordinance appropriates $335,610.84 in a combination of state funds and a City match.
