ORDINANCE 2008-826-E
AN ORDINANCE RECOGNIZING THE ACHIEVEMENTS OF DON DAVIS; RENAMING THE CITY COUNCIL COMMITTEE ROOM “A” IN CITY HALL THE DON DAVIS ROOM; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS,   a native of Okema, Oklahoma, Don Davis graduated from high school in California and subsequently served honorably in the Army during the Korean War, earning battle stars, the National Defense Service Medal and the Combat Infantryman Badge; and

WHEREAS,   soon after arriving in Jacksonville in 1960, Don became involved in local government by being appointed to the commission that drafted the blueprint for the consolidated government of Jacksonville that was adopted in 1968; and

WHEREAS,   in 1987, Don embarked on his distinguished sojourn in elected public service by being elected to an at-large seat on the Jacksonville City Council, serving through 1999, including two terms as Council President in 1993 and 1999; and

WHEREAS,   though his accomplishments on the City Council were many and noteworthy, perhaps the most significant was the instrumental role that then Council President Don Davis had in bringing the Jaguars to the River City in 1993; and

WHEREAS,   elected to the Florida House of Representatives in 2000, Don served as Chair of the House Committee on Economic Development and was consistently a keen advocate for issues concerning the First Coast; and

WHEREAS,   Don Davis will be sorely missed by everyone who knew and admired him and  were touched by his generosity, encouragement and example, his legacy in Jacksonville is considerable and he will long be remembered in our hearts as a good and decent man who gave his all to better all of our lives; and

WHEREAS, it is fitting that Don Davis’ decades of faithful public service and representation of the people of Jacksonville and Northeast Florida be commemorated in a prominent and lasting manner in the City Hall building where he served the public interest by the naming of a meeting room in his honor; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

City Hall Committee Room “A” Renamed the “Don Davis Room”. That the City Hall Committee Room “A” located on the First Floor of City Hall, 117 West Duval Street, Jacksonville Florida 32202, and a meeting room for City meetings and public meeting is hereby named the “Don Davis Room” in recognition of Mr. Davis’ long career of service to the City of Jacksonville.
