A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING RONALD MCDONALD HOUSE OF JACKSONVILLE ON THE OCCASION OF ITS 20TH ANNIVERSARY AND DECLARING NOVEMBER 19, 2008 AS “RONALD MCDONALD HOUSE APPRECIATION DAY” IN JACKSONVILLE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Ronald McDonald House in Jacksonville has provided a home away from home for over 25,000 families of children receiving treatment at local medical facilities since 1988; and


WHEREAS, the House was built to provide comfort, rest and hope to families during medical hardships; and


WHEREAS, the families at the Ronald McDonald House receive lodging, meals, transportation and support services during their stay; and 


WHEREAS, the Ronald McDonald Family Room is staffed with volunteers and provides a place of rest and refreshment for local families whose children are being treated at Wolfson Children’s Hospital; and


WHEREAS, the Ronald McDonald House in Jacksonville is funded solely through the generosity of many local individuals and corporate citizens, and no family is ever turned away because of an inability to pay; and


WHEREAS, the support provided by the Ronald McDonald House has bettered the quality of life for many and is greatly appreciated in Jacksonville and the surrounding areas it serves; and


WHEREAS, November 19, 2008 marks the 20th Anniversary of the Ronald McDonald House in Jacksonville; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

That the City of Jacksonville hereby honors and commends Ronald McDonald House of Jacksonville on the occasion of its 20th anniversary of serving the special needs of sick children and their families, and declares November 19, 2008 to be “Ronald McDonald House Appreciation Day” in Jacksonville.

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
